The size of Texas* sute government and the cost of operat­
ing it arc increasing faster than the populatloo cotmt. To put a 
hold on these numbers, Howard Jarvis was in Midland 
Wednesday advocating the right of initiative and referen­
dum

Jarvis, 7». author of Proposition IS in California, held a news 
conference In The Midland Hilton and spoke at a pubiir 
Bseeting in Midland Center during the evening. Traveling with 
Jarvis and drumming up support for Texas 13 was Waggoner 
Carr, former state attorney general and speaker of the^xas 
House

Texas IS, explained Carr, is a non-profit organization of 
Texans dedicated to pushing through le^slation allowing 
residents the right of initiative and referendum. Deane Stolti 
of Midland is on the Texas IS board.

Jarvis contended that citlsens have two basic rights —  the 
right to vote and the right to petition the government. *rhe 
latter Isn't allowed In Texas, he said.

In California, the right of initiative allows any citizen who 
wants to add a law to the books to write the legisla- 
tfon and obtain SSO.OOO signatures t)nce this Is done, the 
proposal goes before the voters, said Jarvis.

Although Jarvis wrote Proposition IS in IB»3. It wasn't until 
Itra and many property Ux increases later that the pubiir 
took note. Previously, Jarvis had encountered difficulty get­
ting enough qualified voters to sign the petition.

Instead of causing a decline in state services as some 
California legislators had claimed, the proposal "created 
•00,000 new JolM"

*Tve never seen too much tax relief," he said vehemently. 
"Half of all you make goes for taxes. If you raise taxes, you 
create unemploymem We need to do everything to create em­
ployment"

He explained that although taxes have been cut. instead of 
decreasing state revenues, the cut In Callforala created more 
Jobs and thus more revenue

Jarvis, who has been in demand for speaking engagements

thoughout the country since the passage of Propoaltfon 13, said 
taxes in his home state had Increased ao mudl that m uty  
people couldn't afford to pay taxes on their proparty. “Thay 
were forecloalng 7,000 properties a month tor aoB-MSrBMnt of 
taxes. It was Just Impoulble to pay lhara. What haa started 
at $40 a month had gone up to ItOO a month.**

' To explain his theory that the "tax system haro Is mannfae- 
turlng poor people very rapidly,** Jarvis said ho ptirchaood an 
$0,000 car last year. He had an organisation roaoarch what all 
the taxes on that car coat, from the time the oro waa dng tor 
the body until it was delivered to the car lot. On that 
automobile, he said, $4,SOO of the price reflected taxoa.

Unless a restraint is placed on the State LogUlataro t h r m ^  
initiative, Jarvis forecasta a future of gloom for the natfcm. Ha 
talked with Britain's Prime Minister Margaret Tlialcher 
recently, said Jarvla. She spoke of the problems with her 
country and said It is going down the drain.

But what bothers her more, according to Jarvis, 'is  that the 
U S. is following England down that drain. Do you have tha 
guts to do something about It?’* he asked of the aodfonce.

"Yes,** replied a few of the 7S MIdlanders in the room while 
others nodded their heads.

In supporting Jarvis’s contention that government la coating 
too much.Carr claimed that coat of state government haa gona 
up ISO percent la the past 10 years. Meanwhile, stale 
population has risen only about 17 percent, he saM.

The state welfare department has upped Its coat 170 porconl. 
And a study shows that 04 percent of state amployeee roportad 
thev didn't have enough work to keep them buay, Carr 
recited.

Today. 4S cents out of every dollar a person eama *‘la going 
to the tax collectors. By 1000,*’ said Carr, “you will keep onlv 
S7 cents of each dollar. How are you going to live on |7 eontaif 
you can't live on M cents?**

'The state government haa grown so large it no longer hoara 
the taxpayer but turns Its ears to the lebbylsta, Carr 
charged.

He called for the taxpayers le unite and push for the right of 
initiative and "put reaaonable reatralnta on state govern­
ment *’

Deputy Secretary of fitate Warren 
Christopher, who earlier said U S 
and Iranian positions appear a Httle 
bit closer, met for two hours with 
Henyahia Neither side released any 
information on the meeting

In Washington. Secretary of State 
Edmund S Muskie said that the pur­

Jim Baker of Amvets Post No 7 on Rankin Highway wants to give the

Baker is collecting Midlanders' signatures on a statement to be tele 
graphed to the Iranian studenU demanding the release of the U  Ameri 
can hostages there

Baker, who once carried a petition for the hostages' release some 340 
miles as he walked from New York to Washington D C . said the hostage 
situation has "gotten out of hand " He advocates sending a petition from 
the American people to the Iranian people In lieu of government coofTon 
tatlons which have been virtually ignored by those holding the hostages 
captive

Baker said the students who send broadcasts "to Inform the American 
pt-ople" should gel a message from Americans uying. "the American 
people are informed (andl we demand the urtconditlonal release of the 
American hosuges "

After collecting signatures —  at a charge of about M cents per person —  
Baker plans to send a telegram to the students Jan It. "the day prior to the 
inauguration " T7»e charge Is to cover the expense of adding the name to the 
telegram, he said “ Nobody's making a profit here "

Baker wanU to Involve other communities and states in his campaign 
for the hostage surrender He plans to speak on radio shows to obtain public 
ity for his cause

• T V  governments have gone back and forth (on the issue of release)," 
Baker said "We need to let the Iranian Revolution know that the Amerl 
can people —  strictly separate from the government —  want the American 
people (hostages) back If we t V  people let the Iranian people know," 
he added t V  hostages might have a better chance

Tuesday, but the wreckage was not 
discovert until shortly »her II a.m.

of Public Safety and Federal Aviation 
Administration officials.

A DPS official identified t V  dead as 
Eugene Clemons and Lloyd Keith 
Blakeslet, 42, both of Iraan

He said t V  plane was en route to 
Wichita Falls. An FAA spokesman in 
Fort Worth, however, said it was 
Vaded for Amarillo, but that no flight 
plan was filed.

Federal authorities were investi­
gating the crash site Wednesday.

It happened almost half a century 
ago, at the downtown Caesar Hotel 
and restaurant, built and operated by 
Caesar Cardinl, an Italian restaura 
teur.

According to published accounts. 
Caesar had concocted a salad dress 
Ing that became a favorite of his 
customers As business boomed, he 
was Joined by his brother Ales, a 
World War 1 ace pilot In the Italian air 
dorce.

In a tribute to the pilots at a nearby 
San Diego air base. Ales look his 
brother's salad dressing, modiried It 
with other Ingredients and called It 
"Aviator’s .Salad "

.Soon, however, the popular, often 
copied dish be<-ame lntematlonall> 
known simply as "Caesar Salad "

Today, the famous salad remains a 
major drawing card at the restau 
rant The beige colored, three story 
hotel Is a landmark along Revolución

Mlramontes Naiara, owner of the rea- 
uurant. “Cloves of garlic are placed 
In a gallon Jug of olive oil for a month 
to add flavor."

Traditionally. Caesar Salad Is pre­
pared from scratch at the petron’s 
UMe. That formality, however, has 
been phased out except on demand.

"Everybody’s la a hurry today, to 
we make the dressing In large quanti­
ties." explained Spinga

Although the original recipe called 
for anchovies, Mlramontes said they 
are left out because "they are too 
salty "

"Some recipes called for bacon, loo.

WASHINGTON —  The Carter administration has 
decided to let the Navy proceed with the conversion 
of two more aging Polaris fleet balllstlr missile 
( FBM ) submarines to attack types before the first of 
the big new Trident boaU is combat ready 

This was reported yesterday by Pentagon sources 
who said the conversions would begin sometime 
early this fall al about the time the Navy Is to Uke 
delivery of the USS Ohio, firsi of the IS.TOtyton 
Trident submarines But although General Dynam 
Ics' Electric Boat Division, the builder, it expected to 
turn over the Ohio In late August or September, It 
will be the spring of IMC before the ship is ready to go 
on "boomer duty" or patrol, because of crew (rain 
ing. at sea exercise and shakedown cruise require 
ments

Some administration officials had argued that 
taking the Polaris submarines out of the deterreni 
force before the first Trident was ready could send a 
wrong signal (unilateral disarmament, for example) 
to foes and friends alike at a lime of Soviet aggros 
slon In Afghanistan and Kremlin (hreaU against 
Poland

The Navy, iiowpver. contended and contends that, 
even (hough it now has NO fewer balllstlr missile 
launchers al sea because of the withdrawal of five of 
what had been Its remaining 10 1« tube Polaris boats, 
It has actually Increased Its nuciear striking capabil­
ity by retrofitting the longer range, more accurate 
Trident I missile Into five Poseidon FBMs 

The Polaris boats are armed with the 2,S«Xmlle 
Polaris A 2 mlsiile. which carries three warheads 
Hut these warheads are not Independently targrtable 
and. therefore, would strike a single target On (he 
other hand, each «.OOO^mlle range Trident I now 
aboard five !• tube Poseidon submarines carries 
eight MIRVs or multiple Independently largetable 
reentry vehicles (warheads)

Seven additional Poseidon submarines are due to 
be retrofitted with the Trident I Nineteen other 
Poseidon boaU will continue to carry the Poseidon 
mlsiile. which haa 10 MIRVs and a range of 2.M0 
miles

When the Ohio, which will be delivered more than 
two years later than originally scheduled, goes on 
patrol It will be armed with 24 Trident la, each 
carrying eight MIRVa Thus. Ihe Ohio, the drat of 14 
Trident submarines now planned, will be capable of 
attacking 102 separate targeta 

The Navy has already Inactivated two Polaiia 
buau, Ihe Abraham Uncoln and the Theodore Roo­
sevelt. Their missile sections have been removed. 
Three others, the Ethan Allen, Sam Houston and 
Thomas A Edison, are undergoing conversion to t ^  
attack type

With the permlaalon of the Defense Department, 
the Navy will go ahead with plans to almllarly 
convert two of the remaining five Polaiia FBMs —  
Ihe Robert K Lee, Patrick Henry. George Waahing- 
ton, John Marshall and Thomas Jefferson Three of 
tile five will continue as balllatir missile submarines 
until their nuclear fuel runs out. They are expected 
to operate with one crew each.

Hill, Fla., publisher of a 
market letter with s wide 
following, sent out a ''sell" 
message to subscribers to 
his "early warning ser­
vice."

Granville could not be 
reached for comment. His 
message, however, was 
quickly relayed through 
Wall Street.

Severe! sources confirmed 
he had recommended that 
his subecribers sell all their 
stock holdings, and sail short 
some of the stocks that have 
risen the most In recent 
months.

Granville, s controversial 
figure who Is as disdainful of 
orthodox Will Street ana­
lysts as they art of him, has 
exerted a powerful Influence 
on the market in the past. 
When he sent oul ■ buy rec­
ommendation last April 22, Il 
helped touch off a 30.72-polnt 
jump in the Dow.

The 
moat recent edition of his 
weekly market letter, dated 
Jan. 2, urged, "Do some ag­
gressive new buying. The 
market Is signalling a sharp 
upswing ahead."
