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Judge modifies Garwood charges

CAMP LEJEUNE, N.C. (AP) — A
military judge has modified a charge
against Marine Pfc Robert Garwood,
cutting about four years from time
period In which he is charged with
collaborating with the enemy in Viet
nam

Acting on a request by defense law
yers, Col. RE. Switzer changed the
language in the charge against Gar
wood so that it covers his activity
from April 1967 to December 1969 The
period covered In the original charge
was April 1967 until Jan. 21, 1973

charged with collaborating with the
Vietnamese communists while he was
held as a prisoner of war, told Switzer
no evidence was presented during
several weeks of testimony that the
Marine collaborated up to January
1973. The change was not opposed by
prosecutors

The action was taken Thursday
during a hearing on defense motions
and the contents of Switzer's charge
to the jury. Final arguments are
scheduled to begin in the case on
Monday

over guidelines for the judge’s in
structions to the jurors

Prosecudors urged Switzer Lo use an
insanity Instruction directly from a
military guide book. The defense
wants a sentence that says that “in
sanity and the lack of mental respon
sibility are interchangeable. ™

“We must have clear instructions to
the jury as we couched our defense on
mental responsibility,” sald Gar
wood's civilian defense counsel
» At one point Switzer sald, “"We are

sometimes use language that even we

Use of alcohol fuel on rise

WASHINGTON (AP) — The use of ak ohol as a fuel
has increased rapidly in the past year but mu h
more needs 1o be done If the country is to realize
future production goals, the US National Alcohol
Fuels Commission sald Thursday

The commmission, in a final report to the presi
dent and Congress, called on the government to spur
production of pure alcohol fueled cars and step up
research efforts aimed at producing alcohol from
city garbage and coal

The commission sald American automakers
should be assured by the government of sales of at
least 50,000 pure alcohol cars in 1983 with the number
rising to 250,000 a year by 1987

Working women higher
cancer risks, says study

BOSTON (AP) I'wo medical researchers sa)
women who take jobs outside the home run a greater
risk of getting cancer than those women who are
homemakers

The doctors’ study cltés two national trends in the
last decade that have Influenced women's health: an
increase in the number of women working, and a
growing number of women smokers who work

The study was published in the current issue of Ca
an American Cancer Soclety Journal for cliniclans
The researchers were Dr Steven D Stellman, an
epidemiologist, and Dr. Jeanne Stellman, assoclate
professor of Public Health at Columbia University

The doctors say while many working women hold
‘traditionally female' Jobs such as secretary, sales
clerk or waltress tens of thousands of women are
employed in high risk industries involving exposure
to numerous dusts, chemicals, radiation and other
toxicants "

Their study says beauticlans. and cosmetologists
who use hair sprays are exposed to Vinyl chloride
monomer (VCM), a proven human carcinogen that
can cause liver damage and lung cancer Many
women also are occupationally exposed to medical
and dental X rays

The Stellmans also say teachers in older school
bulldings and textile workers often are exposed to
ashestos

According to the study, working women maost
likely to smoke are waltresses and factory workers
as well as those in managerial, sales and executive
positions

“Many women smoke to relleve external stress
These women have a harder time quitting than men
do "' Steven Stellman told the Boston Herald Amerl
can in a_telephoné interview from his New York
office

‘We all know smoking Is bad.”" he sald “"We know
the risks are there for occupational hazards When a
physician combines a patient’s smoking habits" and
exposure to chemicals and other possible occupa
tiona! hazards. 1t contributes to better diagnosis and
health care ™’

Enterprise Radio, the first radio network to start up completely with

It reaches eight of the 12 largest U S. radio “markets,”
areas, and expects to be serving 200 stations by summer, Chanin said
