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Langford resigns at Midland College
Dr. A1 G. Langford, president o f Midland College since its 

founding, today announced plans to resign his post to enter 
private business.

In a letter read to the Board o f Trustee during a special 
board meeting at 10 a.m. today. Dr. Langford said he would 
leave the office Aug. 31, and asked release from the remainder 
of his contract, which runs through August, 1980. He said that, 
after more than 30 years of public service to education in 
Texas, he wanted to enter a different fleld.

Langford said he will become an independent oil operator in 
Midland.

“ For the past 30 years, I have devoted my life  to public 
service in the fleld of education in the state of Texas,”  
Langford said in the letter. “ The climax of this career has 
been the period since I was selected to become president of 
Midland College at the time o f its founding. The past 
12 years have b ^n  rewarding, exciting and wonderful for a 
career educator. But I now feel it is time for me to enter new 
fields.

“ I MUST COMMEND the trustees of Midland College, both 
the current board members and those who served earlier,”  he

continued. “ These trustees have given firm and steady guid­
ance during the emerging years o f this institution. They are, I 
feel, responsible for the creation and design of what has 
become one of the finest comprehensive community colleges 
in the state and in the nation.”

“ When Midland College was created in 1969, as part of 
Odessa Junior College, Dr. Langford was selected as the ideal 
person to become president of the school,”  commented Jack 
Huff, president o f the Board and a former trustee of the Joint 
board. “ At that time, there were many people who felt 
Midland College would not survive its first few years. But, 
largely due to A1 Langford’s unflagging enthusiasm and 
efforts. Midland College did survive. Its stature today is 
first-rank locally, in tihe state and in the nation. Midland 
College has grown tremendously and Dr. Langford has l ^ n  in 
the forefront of all the planning and all the effort.

“ It’s almost needless to say that the Board of Trustees 
accepts his resignation with the greatest regret. We appreci­
ate his devotion to the Usk of building Midland College and we 
will always be grateful to him for his leadership. We wish him 
great success in the future.”

HUFF SAID IV A T  a search committee would be appointed 
immediately to begin seeking qualified applicants for the 
president’s position.

“ We anticipate that this will be a difficult task,”  Huff said, 
“ but the post also should be extremely attractive. The Board 
would like to have a replacement named well before the 
beginning of the 1981-82 term.”

Langford received his B.S. degree in secondary education 
from Howard Payne College, Brownwood, where he was a 
varsity football and basketball player, and named to Who’s 
Who in American Colleges and Universities.

Following a brief stint in Canadian professional football and 
service in the U.S. Army, he began 17 years of public school 
service as a teacher, coach and administrator in Cisco, 
DeLeon, Gatesvllle and Lamesa. During this period, he 
received his master’s degree in education from Howard Payne 
University.

FOR THE 1M8-69 school year, he was an instructor at Texas 
Technological College, which awarded him the Doctor of

County road crew 
finds human bones

Investigators for the Midland Coun­
ty Sheriffs Department are hoping 
forensic analysis will reveal more 
information about a human skull and 
bones unearthed Thursday afternoon 
by county road workers.

At the present time, investigators 
say there Isn’ t too much to go on. 
They’re proceeding on the basis that 
the bones may have come from a 
homicide victim. But even that isn’t 
certain.

A county road crew was working on 
the extension of Industrial Boulevard 
near Holiday Hill Road when the 
bones were discovered about 3 p.m. 
According to Capt. Robert Settles, 
workers were bringing dirt from 
about 100 yards away to the site when 
the bones were found.

The bones and skull were not buried

deeply and were easily unearthed. 
The road crew had located the skull 
and one or two other bones when the 
sheriffs department was notified.

Lt. Pat FXiller and Sgt. Buzz Cupp 
from the sheriffs department. Dis­
trict A ttorney’ s investigator Jim 
Atwater, city police officers. Depart­
ment of Public Safety troopers and 
Texas Rangers converged on the 
scene to probe the unusual find.

Their efforts yielded several other 
bits and pieces of bone over a quarter- 
mile stretch of road, Capt. Settles 
noted. But answers were still elu­
sive.

“ At the present time,”  noted the 
captain, “ we are unable to make any 
determination of whether It’s male or

A bizarre murder trial became 
shrouded in suspicion for the second 
time this week when Judge Pat Bas­
kin on Thursday afternoon placed 
law yers and other court o fficers  
under the no-comment “ gag rule”  
and one-by-one queried the 12 Jurors 
to ascertain if they had been tam­
pered with by anyone interested in 
“ the outcome”  of the Rex Shanks 
murder trial in 142nd State District 
Court.

The court had imposed the “ gag 
rule”  on an unspecified “ legal techni­
cality”  Tuesday on the opening day of 
testimony in the trial of Shanks, a 
27-year-old Abilene man who is 
charged with slaying 46-year-old 
James David McPeters of Odessa in a 
murder-for-hire trial.

Following a meeting in the Judge’s 
chambers with state and defense at­
torneys, Baskin confronted the 10- 
woman, two-man Jury and cautiously 
explained his reasons for suspecting 
that one or more persons may have 
tried to influence a Jury in the out­
come of the case.

“ INFORMATION has come to the 
attention of the court,”  Baskin said, 
“ that suggesU that there may have 
been wrongful or unlawful contact or 
attempt to contact a member of the 
Jury.”

The Judge was careful not to indi­
cate which side — defendant or prose­
cution — any alleged and suspected 
Jury tampering may have tried to 
influence.

Any confirm ed Jury tam pering 
could result in a mistrial and in the 
criminal prosecution of anyone trying 
to influence the outcome of the trial 
by threats or coercion or by talking to 
a Juror.

But after 35 minutes of questioning 
each Juror in open court, the Judge 
came up with nothing from the Jurors 
to suspect any tampering, directly or 
indirectly, before or after the Jury 
was selected Monday afternoon.

“ IT  IS MY INTENT and expecta­
tion that this trial will continue to a 
v e rd ic t , ’ ’ Baskin said before  he 
directed Bailiff Roy Merket to lead 
the Jurors to the hallway and then, 
one by one, to call the Jurors into the 
courtroom and to query them.

Questions the Judge asked each 
Juror were essentially the same: Had 
anyone approached the Juror in per­
son, by telephone or letter and “ indi­
cated an interest in the outcome”  of

the trial or “ expressing some interest 
in the outcome o f the trial or indicat­
ing anything that would give rise to 
suspicion,”  or did anyone contact a 
Juror in “ trying to Influence your 
view of this case?”

In each case, the each Juror said 
“ no.”

Prosecutors David Joers and Jim 
R ex , d e fen se  a tto rn ey  M ich ae l 
McLeaish of Odessa and other mem­
bers o f the court were expressly 
placed under the gag rule by Baskin 
and were told not to talk to anyone, 
including reporters, about the Issue or 
underlying reasons for Imposition of 
the rule until Baskin cuts them loose 
of the gag law.

McLeaish, for at least the sixth 
time In the crim inal proceedings, 
moved for a mistrial and apparently 
had objected to the hearing on any 
alleged Jury tampering.

But much of the court talk between 
the Judge and the attorney was in 
whispering tones and out of earshot of 
those, including reporters, behind the 
bar of the third-floor 142nd State 
District Court courtroom in the Mid­
land (^unty Courthouse.

Before the trial’s spectators. In­
cluding reporters and the family of 
the defendant, were made aware of 
any suspected Jury tampering. Dis­
trict Attorney Vern Martin had re­
quested that the press be cautious In 
its reporting of the suspected Jury- 
tampering for fear either side’s case 
might be Jeopardize and a fair trial 
might be prevented. But an open 
hearing was conducted and no legal 
recourse, If any, were made to bar the 
press frOm the court’s inquiry into 
suspected Jury tampering.

None of the court’s officers, includ­
ing the attorneys for prosecution and 
defense, indicated what caused the 
court to suspect any tampering with 
the Jury.

The inquiry came shortly after the 
state’s 15th witness and an eyewit­
ness to the McPeters’ subbing on 
July 28 had broken into tears under 
the aggressive and sometimes unre­
len tin g  c ross -exam in a tion  by 
McLeaish.

Th at w itness was 22-year-o ld  
Tam m y Jennings, who has been 
granted im m unity by a M idland 
County Grand Jury in exchange for 
her testimony In the case.

She represented herself as a hap­
less, unbelieving and deUched wit­
ness —  not a party  to -— to the 
alleged murder plot, which was in the

Court rules Pickett qualified to hear Permian case

Judge Perry D. Pickett, whom The 
Permian Corp. of Midland has sought 
to expel from a multi-million-dollar 
class-action suit in which Permian is 
the defendant, was deemed qualified 
to continue presiding over the case.

“ The court finds Judge Pickett 
qualified...to continue sitting as pre­
siding Judge”  in the Walter R. Davis 
vs. Permian Ctorp. suit. Special Judge 
Ken Spencer of Crane ruled Thursday 
in Midland’s 238th State District 
(Courtroom.

Permian was contending that Pick­
ett, who recently retired from the 
142nd SUte District Judgeship after 
serving 28 years on the bench, was 
“ acting in excess of his authority”  by 
appointing himself to continue as the 
authority in the case after his retire- 
i|ent from the b ^ h .

However, Pickett Is administrative 
Judge of the 39-county Seventh Judi­
cial District o f Texas and as such has 
authority to make court assignments, 
including that of special Judgeships.

D A V IS ’ C H IE F  attorney, Cecil 
Munn of Fort Worth, viewed Per­
mian’s anti-Pickett stance with con­
tempt.

“ I t ’s about the most outrageous 
thing I ’ve seen in the courtroom in a 
third of a century,’ ’ Munn volun­
teered moments after Spencer had 
rendered his decision.

Munn said the Permian suit to ex­
clude Pickett from presiding over the 
case was an affront to the Judge.

“ Perry Pickett is an outstanding 
and honorable man in the courtroom 
or outside the courtroom.”

Davis, a Midland oil producer and 
former owner of Permian, filed the 
class-acUon suj^ in 1979 and alleged

that Permian since Oct. 1, 1973, has 
“ short-changed”  thousands of oil op­
erators and producers and has “ frau­
dulently”  concealed that it has been 
“ taking from Davis and other sellers 
m ore crude oil than it has paid 
them for.”

Permian, which may stand to pay 
between $50 million and $100 mil­
lion should it lose the case, denies the 
allegations and says that it has “ pro­
perly paid”  Davis and others “ for all 
oil purchased according to custom 
and usage in the industry.”

PERM IAN FILED  a suit to bar 
Pickett from presiding on grounds 
that “ ...there is neither a constitu­
tional provision nor a law of this state 
which authorizes a retired or former 
district Judge to do so (to  preside over 
a case) when the regu lar district 
Judge is present.”

In this case, the “ regular”  district

Judge is Judge Pat Baskin of the 142nd 
State D istrict Court. Baskin was 
sworn into office on Jan. 5 and suc­
ceeded the 65-year-old Pickett, who 
had presided over the Judicial district 
for Midland County since 1954.

Pickett, who has been hearing the 
Davis vs. Permian suit since it start­
ed, on Jan. 9 appointed himself to 
continue hearing the case. His author­
ity was vested in his duty as adminis­
trative Judge of the 39-county Seventh 
Adm inistrative Judicial District. 
Baskin concurred with Pickett’s ap­
pointment.

In 1977, then Gov. Dolph Briscoe 
appointed fellow Democrat Pickett to 
the four-year term ms the administra­
tive Judge. The term was to have 
expired last Jan. 5, but since Republi­
can (ÎOV. Bill Clements had not yet 
named a successor, Pickett remained 
in the Judgeship. Clements did name a 
succesaar for .Pickett an Thuradny,

MOSCOW (A P ) — Accusing the 
United SUtes of using trade for “ un 
seemly political ends,”  Premier N i­
kolai A. Tikhonov said today that the 
Soviet Union stands ready to improve 
economic relations with the United 
States. Another Soviet official said 
President Reagan would “ look stu­
pid”  if he let the El Salvador issue 
block a superpower summit.

Tikhonov also admitted “ difficul­
ties and shortcomings”  in the Soviet 
economy but lashed out at foreign 
attacks on the communist system.

Tikhonov, in a major economic poli­
cy address to the 26th Communist 
Party Congress, said Moscow wants 
to develop its trade first with those 
capitalist countries with a “ construc­
tive approach”  to economic coopera­
tion. This appeared to be a criticism 
of the United States, which has linked 
Its trade policy to Soviet political 
b eh a ^ r.

“ Ic is not our fault, for example, 
that trade with the U.S.A. is declining 
or stagnating. Tliat is a result of U.S. 
p^icy, which is designed to use trade 
for unseemly political ends foreign to 
the interests of equitable internation­
al cooperation,”  Tikhonov said.^

“ As far as the Soviet Union is con­
cerned, we are prepared to develop 
economic relations with the United 
States as well on the basis o f equality 
and mutual benefit.”

U.S. government statistics show 
U.S.-Soviet trade plunged M percent 
last year to |1.*6 billion from Its 1*7* 
level of $4.48 billion. American offi­
cials here attributed the 1*80 result, 
the lowest trade level in five years, to 
the U.S. grain embargo following So­
viet intervention in Afghanistan.

Meanwhile, Georgy Arbatov, head 
of Moscow’s Institute of the U.S.A. 
and Canada, said in an NBC-TV inter­
view that if Reagan makes an end to 
civil strife in El Salvador a precondi­
tion for a summit, “ then he will look

The Reagan administra­
tion has accused the Soviet bloc of 
providing arms to anti-government 
forces in El Salvador.

Tikhono said the Sovet Union still 
needs to save energy, boost labor 
productivity and turn out better in­
dustrial and agricultural products.

“ a more rational utilization of the 
nation” s production potential,”  an 
“ im provem ent in the quality o f 
work,”  and more emphasis on light 
industry to produce consumer goods.

He also claimed that “ slanderous 
inventions by enemies about some 
kind of crisis in the Soviet economy, 
and attacks on socialist economic 
system ’ ’ were “ refuted by life It 
self.’

Labor leader testifies 
rackets not involved

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The president o f the International Longshoremen’s 
Association, Thomas W. "Teddy”  Gleason, swore to a Senate subcommittee 
today that neither he nor his union has fallen into the hands of organized 
crime.

The ILA ’s accusers “ have misrepresented the facts, have misled the 
Congress, and have slandered both the International Longshoremen’s Associa­
tion, myself and the entire shipping industry,”  the 80-year-old union chief 

'  ̂ asserted.
“ Since some of these tall tales are directed against me, I naturally feel a 

 ̂ personal hurt,”  he continued. " I  welcome the opportunity to set the record 
i  straight.”
I  Gleason was subpoenaed to testify before the Senate permanent investiga- 
;  tions subcommittee on the final day of a series of hearings exploring East Coast 

< y waterfront racketeering.
r He was to read a written sUtement submitted to the committee in advance of 
- today’s session. A copy was obtained by The Associated Press.
. Other witnesses scheduled today included convicted mobsters Russell Bufa- 

lino, Tino Fiumara, Michael Clemente and Anthony Scotto.
Witnesses in earlier hearings have accused Gleason of tolerating corruption 

in the ILA  and of allowing himself and the union to be controlled by the mob. 
Former federal prosecutor Robert Fiske, for instance, complained that “ the 
ILA obviously has no intention of cleaning its own house.”

Clemente, in a conversation tape-recorded by an FBI informant, said the 
Mafia helped install Gleason as union president.

In his statement, Gleason called his accusers “ persons of low credibility with 
every motive to distort the facts.”

He continued, “ Their lies, distortions and innuendos have gone Into the record 
; as the gospel truth.”

I Gleason said the union, representing 110,000 East and Gulf Coast dock 
workers, has corrected the conditions which resulted in its expulsion from the 
American Federation of Labor in 1933 after Senate hearings pr^uced evidence 
of corruption. H ie AFL-CIO re-admitted the ILA  in 1959.

As for the allegation that he himself is controlled by the mob, Gleason 
'  \ asserted, “ I  am here today to deny that, emphatically, categorically and 

- without any reservation whatsoever. I neither received my office nor do I 
«  ; mainUin my office by any means but through right o f election by the rank and

file of the union.”
Subcommittee members and federal prosecutors have particularly criticized 

the ILA  for allowing many of its 52 recently convicted officers to continue in 
their positions pending appeals to higher courts. Committee investigators say 
the union has taken no action to suspend or remove the convicted officers.

Scotto and Anthony Anastasio were removed from their New York local ILA 
offices by the New York-New Jersey Waterfront Commission.

Everyday. Mldlanders 
face haxai^ and emer­
gencies on streets busy 
with cars, trucks, cabs, 
pedestrians and, now, 
buses. Through Novem­
ber of last year, over I,- 
MO unsuspecting Mid­
land motorists didn't 
react in time to some 
emergency or hasard 
and had accidents.

We drivers have to be 
aware o f potential acci­
dents in order to exer­
cise d r iv in g  sk ills fo r 
a v o id in g  a c c id e n ts . 
Since one-third of ail ac­
cidents occur at intersec­
tions, it is probably ap-

p ro p r ia te  to d iscuss 
three points for safely 
approaching an intersec­
tion: X

(1) Never assume the 
other driver will yield 
the right-of-way; when in 
doubt, slow down and tap 
your horn;

(2 )  B e fo r e  g o in g  
through an intersection, 
whether you have the 
right-of-way or not, look 
f in t  left, then right, then 
left again;

(3 ) Make a serious 
check of traffic at your 
“ decision point”  ... the 
point at which you must 
decide whether to stop or 
proceed on through the 
intersection. At 30 mph, 
your “ decision point”  is 
90 feet from the Intersec­

tion, or about the length 
of one and one-half front 
yards on a residential 
street.

On streets in a com­
mercial area, we’ve all 
got to rem em ber that 
hidden in te rsec tion s  
exist throughout in the 
form of parking lot en- 
trances/exits and load­
ing zones. These "inter­
sections”  make it espe­
cially Important we’re on 
our toes because of es­
sence each point we pass 
on such a street is a “ de­
cision point.

As common sense on 
th ese  p o in te r s  m ay 
seem, they are not fol­
lowed by most drivers 
and, yet, they should be. 
These pointers can allow

us to detect potential 
problems and then react 
with all our driving skills 
to avoid being that very 
common intersection ac­
cident statistic.

A specific skill I ’d like 
to share is: Don’t turn 
your wheels before you 
actually start to negoti­
ate a turn at an intersec­
tion because if you are 
struck from the rear and 
your wheels are turned, 
you’ll be knocked into the 
path of on-coming traffic 
or pedestrians.

Zero hour was 4:30 
p.m . A t 4:10 p .m ., 1 
walked into the office 
and immediately sensed 
something out of the or­
dinary. Trie city editor’s 
mouth was upwardly 
stretched across his face 
and, behind his glasses, 
his eyes were grinning. 
In fact, he appeared to 
be glowing all over. Now, 
this is most definitely not 
his normal expression.

Before I had a chance 
to say anything, he said, 
“ I just talked to one of 
the Oaks. He had a little 
free tim e and thought 
he’d see if  he could do the 
Interview early. Don’ t 
worry, he’s calling back 
at 4:30 p.m.”

Country and pop music 
lovers know that an oak 
is not a tree, but rather a 
member of the popular 
singing group The Oak 
Ridge Boys, who have 
had 12 hits in a row since 
the release of the song 
“ The Ya ’ II Come Back 
Saloon.”

The phone interview 
had been set up days in 
advance of their 8 p.m. 
Chaparral Center perfor- 
m ance th is Sunday. 
T ickets, whether pur­
chased in advance or on 
the day of the concert, 
are priced at $7.50 and 
$8.50. They are available 
at area record stores or 
at Chaparral Center.

The group has been 
around much longer than 
most realize because for 
many years they were 
strictly gospel singers

Their crossover to the 
contemporary country 
f ie ld  has resu lted  in 
songs that are popular on 
the pop as well as coun­
try  charts. And they 
have experienced a phe­
nomenal rise in populari­
ty since the recording of 
‘ “rhe Ya ’U Come Back 
Saloon”  and are now 
h olders o f f iv e  go ld  
aihum.s.

Members of the group 
include bass singer R i­
chard Sterban o f New 
Jersey, tenor Joe Bonsall 
of Philadelphia, Penn., 
lead singer Duane Allen 
o f Paris , Texas, and 
baritone W illiam  Lee  
Golden of Brewton, Ala. 
Their producer, whom 
they credit as being re­
sponsible fo r much o f 
their success, is Ron 
Chancey.

S te rb an ’ s ca ll was 
right on time. His voice 
was pleasant and friend­
ly. He explained that he 
did m ost.«f the phoners 
(telephone interviews) 
because he likes to talk.

He attributes the Oaks’ 
success to “ longevity  
and s ta b il ity  in our 
group.”

Golden is the oldest 
Oak in terms of longevity 
and age. He has bMn an 
Oak for 17 years and is 
the oniy single member. 
Allen has been a member 
for 16 years. The shortest 
tenure with the group is 
eight years for Bonsall. 
Sterban is a nine-year 
veteran.

“ The real reason we 
crossed over was be­
cause we simply wanted 
to expand our outreach. 
We w ere singing (p a 
small market of people, 
and although they were 
very loyal, we needed to 
reach a mass cross sec­
tion of the population.

“ We took what we 
were doing and expand­
ed on it. Now that we are 
in country music,”  Ster­
ban said, “ we- still all 
believe like we did when 
we were in gospei. It ’s 
possible to Iw religious 
and hold down a secular 
Job.”

Today, the Oaks are 
“ not concerned i f  the 
song is country, gospel or

. X uc $$«ia tu
be a good song before we 
will do it.”

F o r  “ tw o o r th ree 
years after crossing over 
from  gospel, we w ere 
floundering, looking for a 
direction.”

Then in the spring of 
1977, the Oaks found 
Sharon Vaughn. H er 
song, which they record­
ed, was “ the song that 
made people sit up and 
take notice.”

Thus the “ Y ’all Come 
Back Saloon”  was the 
“ turning point in our ca­
reer.”

A few years ago suc­
cess “ seemed a dream.”  
Today it “ feels great. It ’s 
almost mind boggling.

“ We’re doing exactly 
what we’d like to do. It ’s 
great to be able to say 
we enjoy what we are 
doing for a living.

“ People do treat you 
d iffe ren t ly ,”  Sterban 
said, remembering when 
the Oaks used to have to 
“ beg radio stations to 
play their records. We 
were often the best kept 
secret in town when we 
came to town.”

Now “ it’s hard for the 
four of us to go any place 
together. We stay to our­
selves more.”

Although it can “ get 
old, wanting to have 
some privacy and some 
peace, it’s a good prob­
lem to have.”

Sterban said he real­
izes that “ the fans are 
the ones that make suc­
cess possible.”

Records and television 
have played a large role 
in spreading the Oaks’ 
popularity and familiari­
ty with audiences, but 
group m em bers fee l 
their stage shows are 
“ one of the real keys to 
their success and longev­
ity.”

As Sterban explained, 
“ Som e en te rta in e rs  
never really have a tour 
to back up their hits. We 
spend a lot of money on 
our shows. When an audi­
ence comes to see the 
Oak Ridge Boys, they get 
their money’s worth.”  

The show includes 
quality sound and light­
ing. Tlie group also uses 
smoke machines. The

p rog ram  is “ fa m ily  
oriented with no profan­
ity because we want par­
ents to feel free to bring 
their children. Yet, it is 
slick and sophisticated.”

Ten arrested during 
public demonstration

N O R RISTO W N, Pa. 
(A P ) — A confrontation 
between police and a 
Roman Catholic priest 
outside a courtroom led 
to the arrests of 10 people 
during a demonstration 
on behalf of eight anti­
nuclear activists, o ffi­
cials say.

Police Chief W illiam 
Bambi said the incident 
Thursday began when a 
policeman told the Rev. 
Michael Doyle of Cam­
den, N .J., and S ister 
Anne Boniface of Phila­
delphia to stop blocking 
the sidewalk in front of 
the courthouse when the 
eight defendants, includ­
ing Philip and the Rev. 
Daniel Berrigan, are on 
trial.

Bambi said they were 
a r r e s te d  when th ey  
didn ’ t m ove. S evera l 
d em on stra to rs  w ere  
taken into custody after 
they allegedly grabbed 
and hit arresting o ffi­
cers, and others were ar­
rested when they lay in 
front o f a police car, 
Bambi said.

Among those arrested 
were two of the “ Plow­
shares E igh t”  defen ­
dants, John Schuchardt, 
41, o f B a ltim ore and 
Elmer Maas, 45, of New 
York City.

All 10 demonstrators 
were given civil citations 
charging them with dis­
orderly conduct and then 
released. They may pay 
fines of up to $300 or ap­
peal the sum m ary of- 

^ fenses within 10 days.
A crowd has gathered 

daily at the courthouse in 
support o f the “ P low ­
shares Eight,”  a group of 
anti-nuclear activists ac­
cused of breaking into a 
General E le c tr ic  Co. 
plant in nearby King of 
Prussia and damaging 
the nose cones o f nuclear 
missiles.

Following the arrests, 
the Rev. Daniel B erri­
gan, 00, a Jesuit priest 
from  New  York  C ity, 
asked Ju dge Sam uel 
Salus I I  to in tervene 
against the “ oppressive 
police presence”  outside 
the courthouse.

“ I ’m told police asked 
people politely to move 
on, and they refused,”  
Salus told Berrigan.

The trial began Mon­
day, but Jury selection 
has been slowed by al-

most constant bickering 
between the defendants 
and the judge.

The other defendants 
are the Rev. Carl Kabat, 
44, B a ltim ore; Daniel 
Berrigan’s brother, Phi­
lip, 57, a former priest 
from Baltimore; Molly 
Rush, 45, a Pittsburgh 
peace a ctiv is t; Dean 
H am m er, 28, a New  
Haven, Conn., Protes­
tant chaplain, and Sister 
Anne Montgomery, 54, of 
New York.

NEW YORK (A P ) — The 
stock market, extending a 
rally that began at the start 
of the week, rolled up a 
strong gain Thursday in the 
heaviest trading in almost 
two months.

The Dow Jones average of 
30 industrials jumped 12.41 
to 966.81, extending its gain 
since the start of the week to 
30.72 points.

The Dow Jones industri­
als, down more than 10 
points at 2 p.m.

Blue chips contributing to 
the Dow’ s gain included 
Eastman Kodak, up 1^ at 
1%Va as of the 4 p.m. close in 
New York; International 
Paper, up \ at 47; United 
Technologies, up 2% at 54'/i; 
Minne.sota Mining & Manu­
facturing, up 1 *4 at 631/̂, and 
Bethlehem Steel, up 1% at 
26.

Texas International, an 
8^-point gainer Wednesday, 
picked up another 4% to 
44^. The company reported 
earlier this week on favor­
able tests of a deep oil and 
gas well it is drilling in St. 
Bernard Parish, La.

But a few of the big inter­
national oils lagged. Exxon 
was off % at 71'/4 and Mobil 
was down ^ at 68*/(.

Precious-metals stocks 
slumped as the price of gold 
lost $4,70 an ounce to $493.30 
and silver dropped 54 cents 
an ounce to $12.28 on the 
Commodity Exchange in 
New York.

Inflation bleeding 
foundations dry

TODAY’S ANSWER

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Because of inflation and 
the law of the land, some of those wealthy charitable 
foundations established in the names of Rockefeller, 
Ford and 24,000 others are in danger of bleeding to 
death.

If the law isn’t changed, and if double-digit infla­
tion persists, such institutions ‘ ‘will be required to 
spend themselves out of existence,”  says Eugene 
Stnickhoff, president of the Council on Founda­
tions.

They might not succumb immediately, but unless 
one or both factors are changed, he says, their 
steady decline as a factor in health, housing, educa­
tion, the arts and other philanthropic areas is almost 
inevitable.

With rare exceptions, nobody seeks this liquida­
tion, including the Congress that passed the trouble­
some law. No matter, the law exists, and it must be 
recognized. It is as real and onerous as inflation.

While the foundations can do little about the latter, 
they feel they can change the law. Bills seeking a 
change already have been introduced. “ We feel we 
are making our case,”  said Struckhoff.

The foundations’ plight arises from a provision 
that requires tax-free foundations to distribute each 
year the larger of (1) 5 percent of investment assets 
or (2) actual, realiz^, current inCome.

Foundation executives don’t quibble with the flrst 
provision. They concede they exist to distribute 
money, and that they must do so to earn their 
tax-free status.

Until recent years they weren’t uneasy either 
about the second part — that requiring distribution 
of actual, realized, current income if it exceeded 5 
percent of assets. Then came double-digit inflation.

Because of inflation and accompanying high inter­
est rates, the entire philosophy of investing has 
changed. Assets invested in stocks have yielded 
little. Investments in high-yield debt securities 
have.

It produces this situation:
Seeking to to defend itself against inflation — that 

is, to preserve its endowment and grant-making 
ability against shrinking buying power — a founda­
tion might be inclined to invest in debt securities at 
,15 percent rather than in stocks. Common sense 
dictates such a move.

To do so, however, would bring a flood of “ actually 
realized current income,’ ’ all of which would have to 
be distributed. It couldn’t retain any of the income as 
security against erosion of assets by inflation.

The alternative is to remain in a well-diversified 
stock portfolio and hope to build assets via capital 
gains (non-realized income). But blue chip stocks, as 
measured by the Dow Jones industrial average, are 
about where they were 15 years ago. Appreciation 
has been negligible.

Why, you ask, don't foundations forgo blue chips 
and hitch a ride on high flyers? Because to do so may 
be deemed a violation of the prudent man principle 
that requires guardians of trusts to invest cautious­
ly.

It creates a predicament, says Charles U. Daly, 
president of the Joyce Foundation. Ho contends that 
“ independent foundations are in a trap.”

He explains: "Heeding the prudent man rule, 
directors cannot preserve the long-term purchasing 
power or grantmaking capacity of a foundation by 
taking imprudent risks to pursue substantial capital 
gains in weak markets.”  Yet, Daly continues, " I f  
these risks are not taken, regulation and inflation 
bleed away the ability to help.”

The Foundation Center, which among other things 
studies foundation tax returns, claims the collective 
real value of foundation assets diminished from $18.6 
billion in 1965 to $16.8 billion in 1977. In the next two 
years, Struckhoff says, another 11.6 percent was 
lost.

Why should the public worry? Of each charity 
dollar, the independent foundations account for only 
5.2 cents. Their distributions in a year equal only a 
fraction of 1 percent of Gross National Product.

“ Why worry?”  Struckhoff repeats. “ Because we 
are an alternative to government. We are the re­
search and development money of the private sector.' 
We are the ’change’ money, the test money of the 
private sector. We can contribute to religions while 
government cannot.”

In a published commentary, the Charles Stewart 
Mott Foundation adds historical reasons. “ It was 
foundations that funded the development of both an 
effective yellow fever vaccine and polio vaccine,”  it 
observes. Foundations, it claims, made possible new 
cereal seeds that may have postponed or even ended 
the threat of a worldwide famine.

That’s why, the foundation people say, we should 
worry with them and seek to preserve the assets that 
make grants possible.

San Francisco airport 

may be ruled unsafe
SAN FRANCISCO (A P ) — San Francisco Interna­

tional Airport may soon be branded a seriously 
unsafe facility because of rules forcing planes to 
pass close to Mount San Bruno on takeoff, an official 
of the Air Line Pilots Association says.

Richard Deeds, a veteran pilot and San Francisco 
area coordinator for ALPA, said Thursday he has 
recommended a “ red star”  for San Francisco which 
means the group considers its safety standards 
“ seriously deficient.”

The organization also gives orange stars, meaning 
an airport is deficient, and black stars for critically 
unsafe airports. ^

Los Angeles International and St. Thomas in the 
Virgin Islands are the only American airports with 
black stars. Airports in Anchorage and Honolulu are 
the only two with red stars, said Deeds.

A decision on Deeds’ recommendation probably 
will be made at an April meeting of the International 
Federation of A ir Line Pilots Association, he said

San Francisco’s airport, currently unrated, should 
be rated red because of noise abatement rules that 
require most planes flying east to take off into the 
west and circle Inside Mount San Bruno, Deeds said 
The alternative is to fly past the mountain and circle 
over the ocean.

He said about this 
includes about 25 percent from the 
United States.

He noted that Mexico could buy 
more from the United States, but he 
said the prices of some products, in­
cluding pipe, are higher in the United 
States than in Japan or Europe.

TULSA-Pricing natural gas in par­
ity with crude oil has moved up sever 
al notches in importance on the inter­
national energy market.

affirmance,”  upholding a ruling that a Texas law excluding alien children from 
public schools was unconstitutional.

Assistant Texas Attorney General Susan Dasher said the state will appeal the 
decision to the U.S. Supreme Court. Texas had already asked the Supreme 
Court to hear a similar case involving the enrollment of illegal aliens in the 
Tyler school district.

The decision by the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals’ was made last Monday 
but was not issued publicly. It was simply one line added to the court record, 
granting a government motion.

Trouble erupted about 8:15 p.m. as two inmates were cleaning the corridor in 
the middle tier o f the three-level cellblock and a third inmate was released from 
his cell to take a shower, said John Ramming, aide to Corrections Secretary 
Roger O ist.

One o f the two Inmates who was cleaning was stabbed in a fracas with the 
other two, he said.

When corrections officers opened the grille to the cellblock and rushed to 
break up the fight, one guard was stabbed. Ramming said.
