USDA scientists have a new 
low-cost way of adding value to 
cotton waste. The Cotton 
Byproducts process turns cotton 
parts and other ingredents into pel­
lets used as fuel, livestock feed, 
fertilizer, or loose mulch. The mix­
ture is formed into pellets with a 
pellet mill that presses the cotton- 
gin trash and other ingredients. The 
pellets are about one-fourth inch 
wide and one-half inch to one inch 
long. The process uses a hot, starch 
solution to hold the cotton waste

ingredients together, and a lubri­
cant to smooth the mixture’s flow 
through the extrusion equipment. 
The procedure cooks, sterilizes, 
and improves nutrient availability 
in the mixture. Adding a little cot­
tonseed oil to the pellets, increases 
the heating value of the fuel to 
about 9,000 British Thermal Units 
(BTUs) per pound of pellets. Fire­
wood gives off approximately 
4,000 to 5,000 BTUs per pound. 
The pellets burn as well as typical 
pellets made from sawdust, wood 
chips, or wheat straw.

Sooner or later nearly every 

home will have some kind of in­
sect infestation. There are two 
kinds of household insects likely to 
be found in the home. First are in­
sects that feed on plant material. 
They are usually found in kitchens 
and pantries. Second are insects 
that feed on products that contan 
animal proteins, such as wool, 
leather, feathers, and even some pet 
foods. However, with a little effort 
and some common sense, bugs 
won’t become permanent residents. 
One way to combat infestation is 
to control the points of entry. Lo­
cate and eliminate infested foods. 
Also, shake or beat rugs and blan­
kets, and expose them to bright 
sunlight. Thoroughly vacuum stor­
age areas and rugs. Store suscep­
tible clothing in airtight boxes or 
garment bags and use cold storage 
to protect furs and other items.
