“Kim is a people person and a 
good student,”.

Yet with the support of her hus­
band and invaluable assistance 
from her in-laws, Carol and Si Bra­
dley, she is closing in on her goal- 
a bachelor’s degree in nursing.

“I am lucky to have such great 
help from Dusty and my mother- 
in-law; she keeps the baby,” Kim 
said. “The kids go to her house af­
ter school. I just owe so much to 
her. You have to have the support 
of others to do what I’m doing, 
especially with three kids. But 
don’t let anyone tell you it can’t 
be done.”

Still, an abundance of assistance 
does not guarantee a degree; Mrs. 
George has had to do the lion’s 
share of work and still be Mom.

Property Tax Information Available 
From the Appraisal District Office

Carlye Fleming, chiefappraiser 
for the Briscoe County Appraisal 
District, offers property owners a 
2002 pamphlet called Texas Prop­
erty Taxes: Taxpayers’ Rights, 
Remedies & Responsibilities to 
help them  save on their property 
taxes.

P u b lish e d  by th e  T exas 
C om ptroller’s office, th e  Rem ­
edies pam phlet explains how the 
p roperty  tax  system  in  Texas 
works and tells property owners 
about possible tax savings.

M rs. Flem ing noted th a t the 
pamphlet applies to property taxes 
collected by a ll types of tax ing  
units: counties, cities, school dis­
tricts and special districts (such as 
m unicipal utility, jun io r college 
and hospital districts).

“H om eow ners m ay file for 
various property tax exemptions 
offered by tax ing  u n its on resi­
dence homesteads,” Mrs. Feming 
said. InTfexas, ahom esteadis gen­
erally the house and yard used as 
the owner’s principal residence. 
The pam phlet explains each ex­
emption and how to apply for it.

Dale McWaters was recipient of a 
plaque which recognizes him as 
being the Siluerton EMS attendant 
of the year. The award was made 
at the annual Siluerton EMS ban­
quet.

For example, all homeowners 
who owned and  lived in  th e ir 
homes on January 1 may file for a 
$15,000 general exemption from 
th eir principal home’s value for 
school taxes. In  addition, certain 
disabled homeowners and those 
aged 65 or older m ay qualify for 
an additional $10,000 exemption 
from the value of their homes.

“A tax  freeze, or ceiling, for 
school taxes is a  benefit for 
homeowners once they become 65 
years old,” M rs. Flem ing said. 
“S ta te  law  p ro v id e s  th a t  
homeowners who turn  65 may ap­
ply during the year, ra th er than  
waiting until the next January 1.

“An elderly homeowner’s taxes 
th a t pay for public schools cannot 
increase above the total school tax 
am ount on th a t home in the first 
year that the homeowner receives 
the over-65 homeowner exemp­
tion,” M rs. Flem ing continued. 
“But, it may increase if the home- 
ow ner im proves or adds to the 
house, such as adding a room or 
patio.”

The law provides an additional 
school tax  benefit for certa in  
hom eow ners. If  the  surviving 
spouse of an over-65 homeowner 
is a t least 55 years old a t the time 
of the older spouse’s death, then 
he or she can keep the school tax 
ceiling. The tax  ceiling, however, 
does not apply for o ther taxing 
units, such as the county and city.

The chief appraiser pointed out 
th a t homeowners age 65 or older 
do N O T need to reapply for the 
exem ption th is  year if they re­
ceived the exemption and tax ceil- 
ing last year. Homeowners turning 
65 during the year may file for the 
over-65 exemption up to one year 
from  th e  date  they  tu rn ed  65, 
owned the home, and lived in it as 
th e ir principal residence. Only 
those who have never had the ex­
emption and tax ceiling--such els  

th e  surviving spouse age 55 or 
older-m ust apply in 2002.
