TO VOTE ON 1941

QUOTAS DEC 7TH

All 1940 Cotton Growers
Eligible to Vote In

Referendum

All Farmers who produced cot
ton in 1940 arc eligible to vote
In the December7 referendum to
determine if cotton marketing
quotas will be in effect on the
1941 crop. V F Bunkley, chair-
man of the Haskell County AAA
committee, pontf( out.

Under the Agricultural adjust-
ment Act of 1938,. marketing
quotas are applicable to all cot
ton except that with a staple

oi i i- -z inches or more.
fcach ig40 cotton producer,
whether owner, tenant, or share
cropper, will be entitled to
vote.

The County AAA Committee
will be In charge of all arrange-
ments for the referendom in the
county, and tho voting will be
carried out as any other election.
Bunkley says The committee will
choose three local farmers to
serve as the referendumcommit-
tee in each community. Conven-
ient voting places will be pro
vided for all communities where
cotton is produced.

The county committee will
designate the voting place in
each community and see that a
ballot box is provided at the Doll
ing places. Voting places will be
open from 8 o'clock to 6 o'clock
on the day of the referendum.
Voting will be by secret ballot.f
which means that each farmer
will mark hU ballot privately as
in other elections

"The,question to be decided De-
cember 7 is whether marketing
quotas will be used in connec
tion with the 1941 cotton crnn.'
Mr. Bunkley states."If two-thir- ds

or the voting farmers approve,
quotas will be in cfect and will
apply to all States,counties, and
communities where cotton Is pro-
duced."

Ho urges Haskell County far-
mers to considerthe quoto pro-
visions and the present cotton
situation closely and to vote their
own convictions. He emphaszes

regardlessof how they vote,
all eligible growers should cast
their ballots to make tho vote
as representativeas possible.

Building For Defense

Building Aircraft
In the good old days (a whole

thirty years ago) the best of air-
planes could be built at home-- A
picture, on the back of an old
cnvellope, gave the general out-

lines. Then the young idea man.
reasonablyhandy with bamboo,
piano wire1, cloth, a few pieces
of old tin, some hairpins, and a
power plant, crlbbee from a mo-

torcycle, went to work. Pretty
soon he had an airplane. At least
it chugged through the air at forty
miles an hour.

Our young idea man is thirty
years older today He's president
of an aircraft corporation with a
plant that runs for acres, turn-
ing out sleek, all metal beauties
made up ten thou$(id separate
parts, eachstamped,spun, or fab-
ricated, according to exact speci-
fications. Each part is made of
a special heat-treat-ed metal.

These ten thousand parts are
assembledinto a smooth-skinne- d

airplane, which looks as though
it had been stamped out like a
cigarette 'Jray By; (ftrtue p a
few thousandhorsepowerstrapped
on its nose, It can streak through
the air at four hundred miles an
hour with a ton of bombs In Its
belly, deposit the6e a thousand
miles away, and bo back for
lunch.

The whole process still starts
as a paternal gleam in a man's
eye. But these days that eye be-
longs to some Army or Navy of
ficer. He siezes a piece of paper
writes down how far and how
fast the ship should fly, and with
what, then he turns it over to
the designing engineers and the
fun starts.

They draw pictures of it. They
figure the stresses and strains.
They beef it up to stand the gaff
and pare it down to saveweight.
They make little models and fly
them In wind tunnels. They
throw away a million pieces of
paper and end up with drawings
of a complete airplane. These are
turned over to a manufacturer to
producean experimentalmodel.

By dint of a few thousandman-hou- rs

hard work the experimen-
tal model of the airplane is rea-
dy. Much to tho engineer'ssur-
prise it flies and does about what
it's supposedto. Then It's turned
over the Army test pilots to find
out what makes it tick.

By the time the testers get
through, the plane will do every
thing any airplane before could
do, and lots of tricks that would
give last week's)planeair sickness,
A few planes are built and tried
out in actual service.

Then the order goes out for
quantity production. That's the
stage where our national defense
aircraft program is at present-An-

that's where the National
Defense Advisory Commission's
Production Division, under Willi
am S-- Knudsen. .went to work
finding the factories to turn out
copies of the new ship in a hur--

ry. Tho factory found, the price
agreedon, work started.

Another set of drawings these

are practically final. They go to
the lofting room, similar to the
lofting department In a shipyard.
Here the drawings. of th final
ship are turned into a woodefr
"mock up" a dummy of each
piece. These are assembled into
full-siz- ed woocVn .model of the
plane. This Is complete with pi-

lot scat, machine guns, instru-
ments, gas tanks and all. This is
done so that a machine gun won't
turn out to be firing through tho
middle of a gas tank, or the
wheels won't fold up into the
space where the pilot is supposed
to ply his trade.
out so that each piece will fit
with its neighbor, like a dress
pattern, and We're off to ptro-ducti-

First, as always,icomematerials.
A plane has more trick metal al
loys tucked away Inside it than
you could ever learn to identi
fy. Each part is specially heat
treated to give it special quail
ties of strength, or toughness, or
resistance to fatigue, or this or
that.

Take those few hundred thou
sUnd rivets, for example, each
about as big as a piece of lead
out of a Pencil. They all look
just like the stuff that your al-

uminum saucepanis madeof. But
that's where the resemblanceends.
If you examine them closely you
will find that aome have little
dents or drosses on their ends.
Pay pretty close attention to those
marks. They are mighty import-
ant, The rivets, without those dis-

tinctive marks are soft ordinary
aluminum, perfectly capable of
holding an instrument panel to
gether or fasteningon a tail light
But when it comes to holding the
wings on, or landing gear in land-
ing position, it's quite a differ-
ent story. Then Is when the spe-
cial hardened metal rivets are
needed. If the soft units are used,
when tho tefci ton ,plane kisses
the ground at a hundred miles
an hour, it will be the kiss of
death.

The tempflctq, meanwhile, (are
used to design tools that will turn
out thd componentparts in quan-
tity on modern machine tools,
Many a manuracturer of novelty
ash trays is now pounding out
airplane pieces, and more will be
doing so as the Defense Commis-
sion keeps things rolling.

The individual pieces are riv
eted into sub assemblies nnd .ire
rea.dy to start through the fac
tory.

A modernaircraft factory has
grown so big that it takes two
to seefrom one end to the other.
One man would go blind if he
tried to look all the way himself.
At the beginning of the factory
tho first workman start riv-
eting the framework of the plane
together. As it progressesit gets

It begtyis to look
like an airplane.Tho tall assembly
suddenly catchesup by overhead
trolley, and the piano overtakes
the nose which in turn is riveted
on. The wheels get attached. The
engines arrive and are button-
ed to tho plane and given a nice
aluminum coating so they won't
spoil the airflow. And as our ship
emerges into the sun at the far
end Of the factory. J(t giyes a
deep-throat- ed 1,000 horse power
bellow and takes wing on the test
flight.

Tho speeding up of airplane pro-
duction depends mainly on three
things standardizationof design, a
certain amount of retooling, and
plant expansion, The first step
has been taken in standardization
of design. Before this step, manu-jfaefurfc- rs

wdre ablfe tb produce
perhaps 105 to 200 airplanes a
year- - Now with the prospect of
producing 2.000 airplanes a year,
instead of 200. the
will be able to get additional tools
and additional space

The space problem is not very
difficult, however, as with a
standardizeddesign and with pro-
per tooling, doubling the. present
factory space would put us well
on our way to the task of build
ing 50,000 planes, and typical pro-
duction buildings can be erected
In ess than three months Machine
tools will take slightly longer to
build, but when they are built
they will be (able to turn outparts
by the hundreds an hour

Most of the workers in the air-
craft industry are semi-skill- ed

Tho only skilled workers needed
are welders and machine tools
operator This does not apply so
broadly to making engines, but
semi-skill- ed workers are being
cmpolyed in some processes and
with real quantity produdtion the
proportion will increase. Unskilled
workmen can be trained in less
than threemonths' time- Produc-
tion will not suffer for lack of
manpower, since the training of
man takes about the same time
as the construction of new build
ings.

That is about the story on air-
craft construction. We are turn-
ing out roughly 1.000 airplanes a
month now Early next year we
will be turning out 2,000. By the
end of next year we will be turn-
ing out 3,000.

Being Studied

The price of cotton in the past
has been based on the grade and
the staple of the cotton. Some ex-

perimentshave been carried on by
the Department of Agriculture,
through which it has been learned
that anotherfactor has an import-
ant place in establishingthe price
of cotton. This factor being taken
into consideration is the spinning
quality or the characterof the cot-

ton fibre. It must be able to take
and retain dye, have strength and
stretch, size of fibre of staple dia
meter, twist, and cellulose struc-
ture.

The Surplus Marketing Admin-
istration of the Departmentof Ag-

riculture is buying cotton at points
where quality is being produce3
Dallas, Paris, Floydada, Greenville
and Munday. Around G.000 bales
will be bought at each point, 'f
enough suitable cotton is avail-
able.

The cotton is sent to mills where
it will be subjected to spinning
tests, and this information will be
made available to the cotton grow-
ers to be used in selecting a va
riety of cotton that has the most
desirablespinning qualitiesand yet
has a high yield per acre, or re-

turns the farmer the most money
per acre.

ing out. we are witnessihg an attempted world
revolution The purpose of Nazism. Faclsm and
Communism are, basically, to destroy the estab-
lished economic and social orders of the world,
smd to put in their place an entirely different

attaining that revolutionary goal, the first
step invariably taken by the total governments,
when seizing power in their countries, has been
to take over all sources of credit to take con-
trol of money out of private hands, ahd place it
in the handg of the ruling clique. The dictators
realize that whoever controls the naticfa's money
and credit, controls that nation in every phrase
of its life.

Thsre is lessoh in this for the United States
Under our system,the people control their money
Those who take care of it for them, such as thc
banks, are simply the people's fiscal servants,and
are subjected to the most stringent public regula-
tion. That system has worked. It is the system
of a free and sovereign people

There are those who would change this sys-
tem and give government an infinitely greater
control over the nation's money and credit Often
their arguments are plausible. But. if they have
their way, the only possible end will be economic
dictatorship to be followed in due course by
social dictatorship. Those are harsh words, but
Europe has shown as how true they are Let them
not be forgotten hen.

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Far Badness Ranks High

AUSTIN. Texas Texas ranks
fifth ifc the production of fur-beari- ng

animals, a summary of
reports from all of the states by
the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice reveals and the Texas Game,
Fish and Oyster Commission,
through its expandingprogram of
restoration of proper habitat for
fur-beare-rs, hopes to increasethe
crop materially during the next
few years

Texas ranks fifth despite the
fact reports of the annual catch
are far from complete-- This is
due to state laws which do not
require trappers to make reports
of their catchesand all fur sold
outside the state are not counted
in the total-Lon- e

Star State trappers were
reported taking 729244 pelts in
1939 and it is believed by game
managers of tho Game Depart-
ment that at least half that many
more fur-beara- were trapped.

The production of fur-beari- ng

animalsin Texas is increasing,the
report indicates, for only a total
of 590,444 was reported in 1938.
The increase is mainly due to the
added number of muskrats taken
last year. Muskrat pelt sales
dropped to a new low in 1938.
when the take was reported at
2,569. Last yfcar Jthe total was
229,734. However, all of that in
creasecannot be ascribed to the
larger number of muskrats in the
marshlands. Therewas a definite
increase, game managerswho are
wo'rklng on the rehabilitation of
muskrat habitat, are certain, but
better supervision of the reports
on trapping by the managers is
responsible for a portion of the
reported increase. Flooding of
more marshland under thesuper
vision of game managers also
helped by providingmore suitable
habitat.

Texas had an increase of 138.
800 pelts in 1939. Sixteen species
or fur-beari- ng animals, are
trapped in the state. They in
clude badger, beaver, fox. red.
gray and kite or swift; mink,
mountain lion, muskrat. opossum,
raccoon, ringtail cat, skunk, both
common and spotted, weasel and
wolf.

Tho State Game Department is
with marshland

owners in a program to restore
more habitat for muskrats. It is
believed that within two or three
years muskrats will put $2,000,-00- 0

in the coffers of the Lone
Star State Work to restorea few
other species of fur-bear- such
as beaver, is progressing.

Fur animals require natural
habitats in which to live. As the
country develops, more and more
of these habitats are being de
ftroyed.
