; e toll of Japanese losses (s impressive Up to
March 18, the United Nations officially reported
the sinking of 110 supply ships and damaging of
54, or a total of 164 put out of action. That, accord-
ing to the most reliable estumates, s in excess of
20 percent of all Japanese shipping which can be
used for supply purposes.

The United Nations further reported the des-
truction of 17 Jap cruisers. along with 27 sent to
the bottom. And so have three awrcraft carriers.

The United Nations' ship losses have, of course
also been great But the military importance of such
losses can only be judgeq in the light of replace-
ment capacity. According to Mr. Mallon, Japan's
merchant shipbullding capacily is 300,000 to 400,-
000 gross tons per year. We will build in the neigh-
borhood of 6,000,000 gross tons this year and almost
twice as much next year,

This does not mean that we should run the
danger of minimizing Japan's existing fighting
fleet and merchant navy  Het main battle Tleet has
not yvet been in evidence in this war, and is per-
naps bemng held in reserve for @ major engagement
It 15 likely that she has more fighting craft than

used to be generally believed—there (s certainly
no rea thinking that she carrvied out her
part of the paval limitation agreements which she
and all wr nuval powers signed back in the "20s
What this does mean is that. unless all authorities
are wrong, Japan does not possess a ship replace-

ment capacity in any way comparable to ours. Jap-
an probadly spent twenty vears preparing for this
war, and she had a big edge at the start, Our job
is 1o overcome that edge

The Gasoline Situation

The country has now had examples of the
wrong ard the right way to handle the so-called
“gasoline shortage” problem

The wrong way was tried briefly some months
ago along the Atlantic Seaboard. Apparently work-
ing with insufticient or inaccurate information. the
government suddenly imposed “curfews” on ser-
vice stations, and it was generally belleved that
rationing would follow, Then it was found that
gasoline stocks are above normal in the area, and
that all this was premature The public had been
unnecessarily inconvenienced and confused

The right method to meel a gasoline emer-
gency i1s now being put into effect in the Pacific
Northwest and parts of the East The public has
been shown that lack of tankers makes normal de-
liveries of gas impossible to those areas It was not
confused onflicting statements.
