Second DisastrousLoss of
Similar Nature In

Four Years

One of tlfc most disastrousfires
to occur here in more than a de-
cade early Sunday morning re-

duced to ruins the modern new
Haskell High School building and
caused damageestimated at fifty
per cent to the adjoining high
school auditorium despite com-
bined efforts of local firemen and
fire-fighti- ng apparatus and fire-
men from Stamford to save the
building from destruction

Loss on the high school building
and auditorium together with fix-
tures and school plant equipment
was estimated at approximately
$65,000. Fire insurancepolicies ag-
gregating about 561,500 were in
effect on the building and con-
tents, it was reliably understood.

The high school building was
composed of eleven classrooms,
chemical laboratory, study hall
and faculty offices, in addition to
a large basementused for storage
of school supplies, football equip-
ment, etc All contents of the
building and basementwere burn-
ed, including a number of sewing
machines, ranges and other kit-
chen equipment in the Home Eco-
nomics department, typewriters
andoffice equipment,school library
and textbooks,football and band
uniforms and school trophies.

All important school records.
however were preserved, it was
disclosed when the large school
safe was openedby Supt. Breed-lov- e.

Mr. Breedlovewas in New
Mexico on a vacation trip at the
time of the fire, and could not be
leached until late Wednesday. He
reiurnea immediately to Haskell to
join with trusteesin mappingplans
to cope with the seriousblow to
tho city's school system.

The modern new building was
completed in the spring of 1937,
replacinga similar structure which
burned March 26, 1936. Cost of the
structure, built with the aid ot
a PWA grant, was approximately
$55,000, aside from desks and
other classroom equipment. The
handsome structure incorporated
everynew design of modern bulld-ingi- ng

construction, and was be-
lieved almost fireproof.

Fire Discovered at 4 A. M.
The building was discovered

afire at 4 o'clock Sundaymorning,
and firemen answering the alarm
saw densesmoke surging from the
roof of the building. Within a few
minutes flames broke through the

Tho control of
typhoid fever in the United States
representsan outstandingachieve-
ment in preventive medicine. In
1900 the national death rate from
this disease was 31.3 per hundred
thousand; today the rate is 1.9

This marked decreasein typhoid
deaths Is based on knowledge of
its cause, how it is spread, and
the application of control mea-

sures. Perhaps at this time, no
other disease is more vulnerable
to scientific attack than typhoid
fever. "Indeed, it is no exaggera-
tion to soy that from a public
health point of view, there should
be no typhoid fever," declares
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health
Officer.

However, Dr. Cox pointed out
that typhoid, while an unnecessary
evil, was a persistent attacker of
Texans. Each year about four
hundred Texans die of typhoid.

It Is now 164 years since the adoption of cur

Declaration of Independence,and this vear's anni-versary found the United States in real dangerofhaving to fight again for thc liberties which that
immortal document and the Constitution provided
for the people of this nation.

We have too long taken theseliberties for grant-
ed, and until recently have failed to realize thatthey might be wrestedfrom us. either by foes from
without or foes from within and we have both.

There can no longer be doubt in the minds of
informed personsas to the fact that the fate of all
Democraticnation is at stake in the present war.
There may be honestdifferencesof opinion among
patriotic citizens concerning how America should
proceed to meet the situation which unfortunately
exists, but it would be folly not to recognize its
existence.

Overconfidcnce and stupidity combined have
brought disaster to France and other nations of
Europe, and have brought the British Empire dan-
gerouslynear the brink of ruin. Theseformer Allies
of the first World War permitted Hitler to flout
the Treaty of Versailles and tear it to pieces, bit
by bit. TJhus they lost the fruits at a victory won
in 1918 after more than four years of struggle and
sacrifice.

The vital question for the United States at
this moment is how to best protect our people
against the loss of our own liberties, which have
been enjoyed for more than a century and a half.
The answer must be prompt and decisive. There
is danger even now that we have waited too long.

War Will Curtail Marketsfor All Farm
Products,But AAA to Tide FarmersOver

The war in Europe will play
havoc with markets of fann and
livestock products, says R. M.
Evans, administrator of the AAA,
wlio has sent out the following
letter to all committeemenof this
farm organization:

"Ever since war broke out in
Europe last fall the Department
of Agriculture has maintained that
the war would hurt fanners In
this country-- The events of the
first six months of jthe year have
confirmed tills view. Presentpros-
pects for most farmers are no
better

No matter what turn the war
takes we face a reduction In ex-
ports of most farm commodities
during this year. It is probable
that we shall lose perhaps half
our 1939 farm exports to Europe.
Insteadof looking forward to im-
proved prices, as perhapshalf our
farm people do at present,fanners
must realize that higher prices for
most major crops and livestock
productsare not in prospect.Thoy
will be selling on markets thatarc
frequently jittery- - Surpluses in
certain lines are not apt to

'On the other handproducersof
products consumed almost entire-
ly in tins country should benefit
from increased city employment
and purchasing power resulting
from our own defensepreparations
and from increasedsales of arm-
amentsto the belligerents,both of
which developmentsshould tesult
in a rise in businessand industrial
activity.

' But producers of export crops
are confronted by a different sit-
uation.

'During the first six months of
the war producersof tobacco and
fruits have been affected most.
They havelost a largepart of their
export market. Tobacco growers
have lost additional outlets with
almost every new stage of the
war's progress. Tobacco producers
should not expect an improved
export situation as the United
Kingdom, our principal export
market, Is not purchasingany at
this time and almost certainly will
not take its usual amount from
the U. S.

"Wheat exports since Septem-
ber have been less than 1- -4 the
amount for the samemonths lat
year and the situation is not ex-
pected to improve.

'Cotton exports are likely to be
far below the level of the present
marketing year.

"Exports of lard and pork in-

creasedduring the first several
months of the war but have de-
clined drastically during the last
three months. Pork producerswith
large numbersof high to be mar-
keted face an export market pos-sbi-ly

1- -3 smaller thanthis year.
"Without the machineryof acre-

age adjustment the shocks to our
farm economy from world war
would be unbearablysevere. For-
tunately the AAA program offers
the means of cushioning the shock
and provides, the devices for main-
taining farm income at a high
enough level to permit farming
as a businessto continue without
widespread disruption and ruin.
The lot ol most farmers is bound
to be hard in the days ahead but
it is unlikely to become desperate
is was the case in 1932.

' Farmersmust become acquaint-
ed with thesefacts. Otherwisethey
will be unpreparedfor the event-
ualities that are growing plainer
every week, and might be sub-

ject to the hysteria which the na-

tion must avoid, while passing
through the presentworld disrup-

tions.
'It is important also that farm-

ers, especiallycommitteemen, bear
m mind that all progressivepro-

grams such as AAA must con-

tinue with suitable adjustments
to changedconditions if we arc
to have any hope for bearableliv-

ing conditions both during and
after the war We must not allow
our intense interest in world de--

elopments to detract unduly from
( ur domestic efforts on the farm
program After all, the regular
chores must be done

"In times like those many un-

wise proposals are made. Clear-
headedthinking is required to
avoid hasty actions that may re-

act in a damaging way. It Is tre-
mendously Important to preserve
and improve our national morale.
Panic and groundless suspicions
damage morale We are justified
in having confidence that therank
and file of American people will
respond to America's need with
loyalty, with the beal and with
the resourcefulnessthat develop
bost in a free society.
AAA has the opportunity to

pcifcrm groat semce in the days
ahead.The No. 1 job is to hold the
lino on the program that it may
protect farmers and the Nation
now and in the future Perhaps
only second to this is the oppor-
tunity presentedto keep the rank
and file of Americanswho live on
the farms and in the small towns
mfoimed about the effects on ag-

riculture of the changes in nation-
al and international conditions.
Each committeeman should be a
tenter for accurate information
and we shall endeaor to keep you
informed.

plications as of June 20, according
to Mildred Horton, vice director
and state home demonstration
agent of the Extension Service.
Already 17,000 bales have been
ordered from the Federal Surplus
Commodities Corporation, accord-
ing to reports filed in the state
AAA office, indicating that at
least 170,000 families have been
certified to participate by county
agricultural conservationcommit-
tees.

Sixty-on- e counties which have
rncolvrv? cotton had made 20.509
mattresseson the same date, Miss
Horton said.
