Swisher Electric Sends Crew
For Hurricane Rita Restoration

A four-man crew from Swisher
Electric left Tuesday, September
27, for San Augustine in southeast
Texas to help rebuild power lines
downed by fallen trees, flooding
and other devastation from hurri-
cane Rita. The Category 3 hurri-
cane came ashore near Sabine Pass
September 24. Deep East Texas

Electric replied in the affirmative,
stating that they had two four-man
crews who had volunteered to go,
and they could afford to send them

Are You Eligible To Vote By Mail?

Did you know that registered
voters in Texas are eligible to vote
by mail if: ‘

(a) the voter expects. to -be ab-
sent from the county of the voter’s
residence on election day and dur-
ing the regular hours for conduct-
ing early voting at the early voting
polling place (Ballot must be
mailed to an address outside of the
county);

(b) if the voter has a sickness or
physical condition that prevents the
voter from appearing at the poll-
ing place on election day;

(c) if the voter is-over 65 years
of age or older on election day;

(d) at the time the voter’s early
voting ballot aplication is submit-
ted, the voter is confined in jail.

To be entitled to vote an early

voting ballot by mail, a person who
is eligible for early voting must
make an application for an early
voting ballot to be voted by mail
as provided by the law. An appli-
cation may be obtained from the
office of the early voting clerk or
you may download an application
from the Secretary of State website
at www.sos.state.tx.us/elections/
voter/early voting.

Cotton futures on the New York
Board of Trade settled at a two-
month high Thursday as the mar-
ket appeared to be bucking bear-
ish fundamentals while waiting on
news of hurricane damage in the
U. S. Delta.

As damage to the Delta crops
from Hurricane Katrina still was
being assessed, Hurricane Rita
came ashore just east of the Texas-
Louisiana border in the early

morning hours of Saturday, Sept. -

24. Upon impact, Rita was pegged
as a category 3 hurricane on the
five-step Saffir-Simpson scale but
was downgraded to a tropical
storm by the end of the day.

Although it still is too early to
assess the extent of damage to cot-
ton in the affected areas, early re-
ports suggested that strong winds
forced cotton off the stalk in iso-
lated fields. Although heavy rains
saturated the soil over the week-
end, mostly clear skies and sea-
sonal temperatures this week al-
lowed soil to dry and fieldwork to
resume. Therefore, damage reports
should be trickling in slowly from
the affected farmers.

In other news, the U..S. Census
Bureau reported total monthly U.
S. cotton consumption was
456,383 bales in August, down
slightly from last year’s August
figure of 484,307 bales.

The National Cotton Council

-(NCC) reported Thursday morning

the Census Bureau’s consumption
data suggested that U. S. textile
mills used cotton at a seasonally
adjusted annualized rate of 6.08
million- bales in August, down

from the previous year’s figure of
6.44 million bales. Additionally, .

NCC revised its July 2005 figure
up slightly to 6.46 million bales
from the previous 6.4 million bale
figure. *

USDA’s weekly export sales

report provided little inspiration to
the cotton market on Thursday.
Thé department reported net ex-
port sales of 219,900 bales in the
week ended Sept. 22, 40% more
than the previous week’s sales but
