Born November 25, 1922, in 
Howard County, Arkansas, Mr. 
Hunter was the only child of 
Horace G. Hunter and Sarah 
Adeline Young Hunter. Soon after 
his birth, they moved to Turkey, 
Texas. He was graduated as vale­
dictorian of the Turkey High 
School class of 1941. He served 
with the 389th Battalion (Battery 
D) of the U. S. Army in the Philip­
pines during World War II. He mar­
ried Jimmie Lee Speer of Flomot 
on July 9, 1946. After getting a bi­
ology degree from North Texas 
State, he taught school in Quitaque 
and Justin, worked for General 
Dynamics in Fort Worth, then 
moved to Plainview where he kept 
books at a cotton gin. He and his 
father later purchased and operated 
H & H Gin at Flomot. After retir­
ing, he raised cattle and sold ad­
vertising specialties. He and 
Jimmie later moved to the Caril­
lon Retirement Center in Lubbock 
and then to Sisters Loving Arms 
in Lubbock. During the last few 
years, he suffered the effects of 
advanced Parkinson’s Disease and 
Alzheimers. Although he often 
became disoriented to time and 
place, he usually remembered and 
recognized family and friends.

Mr. Hunter was music director 
at the First Baptist Church in 
Flomot, a volunteer job he held for 
about 30 years. He also served as 
chairman of the deacons. He was 
a 50-year member of the Quitaque 
Masonic Lodge. While living at 
Flomot, he served on the boards of 
Motley County ISD, Lighthouse 
Electric Cooperative, and Flomot 
Water Supply, and was president 
of the Lions Club. He was pre­
ceded in death by his parents and 
a son, Randy, who died in a tragic 
accident in 1995. He is survived 
by his wife, Jimmie Lee Hunter of 
Lubbock; his daughter Anita and 
husband Brad Carter of Lubbock; 
his son David and wife Rhonda of 
Midland; and his daughter Susan 
and husband Steve Smith of Aus­
tin; two grandsons, Ross Hunter 
and wife Jennifer of Houston and 
Greg Hunter of Albuquerque, New 
Mexico; two granddaughters, 
Allison and Emily Smith of Aus­
tin; three step-granddaughters, 
Amanda Carter, Virginia Flores 
and Rebekah Carter, and three 
step-greatgrandchildren, Chey­
enne, Kristian and Nehemiah, all 
of Lubbock.

During the past 
few hard years, donation after do­
nation of flour, meat and clothing 
were made by Mr. Wimberly to 
those less fortunate than himself, 
and always in a quiet unobtrusive 
way . . . Mrs. Stuart Johnston, su­
pervisor of the W. P. Archaeology 
project at Clarendon, has moved 
her men to ten miles south of 
Silverton where they have found an 
unusually rich fossil bed. A giant 
ground sloth, an unusually large 
wolf, a camel, the remains of horses 
as large as the modern horse are 
among the uncovered fossils.

NEW LEGISLATION 
CONCERNING PROPERTY

TAX FORECLOSURE 
SALES

House Bill 335, passed in the 
78th session of the Texas Legisla­
ture, became effective September 
1, 2003. This law applies to a 
Sheriff’s Sale conducted after 
October 1, 2003. This new legis­
lation requires the following:

1. You must complete and have 
notarized a request for taxes due 
from the Briscoe County Appraisal 
District. This form can be obtained 
from the Briscoe County Appraisal 
District.

Based on your request, you will 
be issued a statement of tax due or 
a statement of no tax due signed 
by the Tax Collector. To be eligible 
to bid in the Sheriff’s Sale, a 
statement of No Tax Due must be 
submitted to the officer conduct­
ing the sale prior to the sale.

2. An individual may not bid on 
or purchase property in the name 
of another individual without writ­
ten authorization from that indi­
vidual presented to the officer con­
ducting the sale. The officer con­
ducting the sale may not execute a 

• deed in the name of or deliver a 
deed to any person other than the 
person who was the successful bid­
der.

A person who knowingly vio­
lates this section of the law com­
mits ~a Class B misdemeanor.

Texas Businesses Have April 15 
Deadline to File Tax Renditions

Texas Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Strayhorn has reminded 
Texas businesses to render their 
property with county appraisal dis­
tricts by April 15. To render is to 
list the taxable inventory, furniture 
and fixtures, machinery and equip­
ment and other property that a busi­
ness owned or managed as of Janu­
ary 1,2005. Appraisal districts may 
use the information to set property 
values.

Texas business owners are sub­
ject to monetary penalties if they 
file their annual property tax ren­
dition late, fail to render or file an 
incomplete or false rendition.

“If some businesses are not pay­
ing their fair share of property tax, 
that places a greater tax burden on 
honest, hardworking business own­
ers and homeowners,” Ms. 
Strayhorn said.

Rendering allows property own­
ers to record their opinion of their

property’s value and ensures that 
the appraisal district sends them a 
notice before changing a value on 
their property. Owners do not have 
to render exempt property, such as 
church property or a farmer’s 
equipment used for farming.

If more than one appraisal dis­
trict appraises a property, the prop­
erty owner should render in each 
appraisal district office.

Property owners who need 
more time to file their renditions 
may file a written request with the 
chief appraiser on or before April 
15 to receive an automatic exten­
sion to May 15. The chief appraiser 
may also grant an additional 15 
days after the May 15 deadline if 
necessary.

The Comptroller’s office also 
announced that owners whose 
property was damaged by a storm, 
flood or fire last year may file a 
special decreased value report that

could lower their final tax bin/. 
Property owners have until April 15 
to file the decreased value report 
that could lower their final tax bills. 
Property owners have until April 15 
to file the decreased value report, 
which indicates their property’s 
condition on January 1, 2005.

Rendition forms and decreased 
value report forms are available., 
from the appraisal district or the 
Comptroller’s office. The rendition 
forms ask for the property owner’s 
name and address, general descrip­
tion of property by type or category 
and the property’s location. For 
property with an aggregate total of 
more than $20,000 the property 
owner also must provide a general 
estimate of quantity of inventory 
and the owner’s good faith estimate 
of the property’s market value. The 
owner may provide the historic^ 
cost when new and the year the 
property was acquired rather than 
the good faith estimate.

For information, taxpayers may 
contact their county appraisal dis­
trict office.

BLOAT TEAM WORKS TO 
PREVENT CATTLE DEATHS

Bloating kills l-to-3 percent of

Texas cattle every year. Those 
deaths cost cattle producers mil­
lions of dollars. Experiment station 
researchers are working to cut that 
loss by as much as 50 percent by 
2009. To do this, researchers are 
studying nitrogen fertilization, 
cattle nutrition, and grazing behav­
ior. They created a Bloat Monitor­
ing and Prediction Network for 
North Texas using Extension spe­
cialists. Bloat usually occurs dur­
ing February and March when 
grazing cattle eat new wheat 
growth. Bloat doesn’t always oc­
cur on wheat and it doesn’t occur 
every year.
