Kipling In Vermont

The recent death in England of Mrs. Rudyard
Kipling, widow of the famous author and poet, re-
calls the fact that she was a native of Vermont and
that she and her famous husband lived in that state
four years after their marriage in 1892,

During those feur years Kipling produced some
of his most notable works, including the two Jungle
Books, Captaing Courugeous, most of the poems in
The Seven Seas, and others. Kipling ig said to have
liked £ in America, except for one thing., He
grew tired of the many attentions shown him as a
iiterary celebrity, and they removed to England in
1896 -

Kipling was born in Bombay, India, where his
English futher was principal of a school of art, on
December 30, 1865. The following dav. December
31, his future wife, Caroline Starr Balestier, was
born in Brattleboro, Vermont, They met in 1890,
when Kipling and her brother were collaborating |
in literary work, and were married two years later
in London.

The Kiplings had three children, a son and two
daughters. The son. Lieutenant John Kipling was
killed while fighting with the British Army in the
