Austin, Texas Training pro-

grams for certified child care
volunteers will be made available
to local defense coordinators
shortly, according to Doctor Geo.
W. Cox, State Defense Coordina-
tor and State Health Officer.

The program as provided under
the Offico of Civilian Defense is
intended to provide a nucleus of
trained voluntary workers In local
communities to aid in the care of
well children as distinguished
from volunteer nursing aides
trained through Red Cross assis-
tance.

anced, Burkhalter was questioned
afterwards and told' officers a co-

herentstory of his desertion from
the RCAF last year and the sub-
sequent theft of an automobile.
According to Burkhalter's story,
he and three companionsdesert-
ed the Canadian air force early
in October last year and stole an
automobile from the Dominion
Motor Company in Winnipeg,
Canada. They drove the car as
far as Pensacola,Florida, where
it was abandoned last October
17 and the deserters separated.
Burkhalter then started hitch-hikin- g

toward his home in Duncan,
he told officers, and decided to
surrender to officers when he
reached this section.

After hearing Burkhalter's story
