CHANGES IN AURAL
AID LAW STUDIED
BY SCHODL HEAS

Changes In Law Are Stressed
By Deputy Superintendent
At Meeting Here

Changes in the Rural Aid law
adopted by the 46th Legislature
were explained to trustees and
other school officials of Haskell
county at a meeting held here
Friday. Deputy Superintendent R.
N. Sandlin presided during the
meeting, and explained changes in
the law, and their effect on Has-
kell county schools,

His audience included superin-
tendents and trustees from prac-
tically every schoo] district in the
county. The meeting was held in
the district courtroom.

Among the principal changes
outlined by Mr. Sandlin were the
following revisions in the Rural
Ald statute:

To qualify for any State Aid
extended to rural schools, including
Teachers Salary, Transportation,
and High School tuition, the local
tchool district must have in effect
a tax rate of 50c or more for loea!
maintenance, (This ruling will ef-
feet only one smull school districl
in Haskell county, records in the
county superintendent’s affice re-
vealed).

School districts eligible for
State Aid must include no e
than 20 scholasties, nor more than
500,

The teacher-pupil load remain
unchanged from previous  vears
Schools with an enrollment of 20
pupils and not more than 35 pu-
pils of school age are clazsified as
one-teacher schools; with a teach-
er required for each additional 20
students,

Salary schedule for rural schools
remains unchanged, with the ex-
ception of
where a flat salary of $00 per
month ig fixed regardless of ex-
perience or qualification required.

Teacher-pupil load for any dis-

trict can be computed only en the|

basis of grades taught in the resi-
dent distriet.

Where grades not taught in the
resident distriet of any student
within the scholastic age limit have
been attained, the State assumes all
obligations for transportation and
tuition of the student when v

attends a higher grade in another

distriet. However, when a student
transfers from a distriet in which
his grade is taught, the transfer
school accepting his attendance is
liable for all transportation cost
and tuition not provided by the
tate.

A added provision of the Rural
Aid law also prohibits anyone ex-
cept students being transferred on
school buses, Drivers of the buses
will face severe penalties under
the new law if they permit any-
one to ride in the buses excepl
students, the deputy superinten-
dent pointed out in explaining th:
revised school law,
