Forms For Making Returns

Forms for filing returns of
come for 10880 have been gent to
persons who filed returns last)
year. Fallure to receive a form,
however, does not relieve a tax-
payer of his obligation to file his
return and pay the tax on time—
on or before March 15 if the re-|
turn is made on the calendar-year
basis, as is the case with most
individuals.

Forms may be obtained upon
request, written or personal, from
the offices of collectors and from
deputy collectors of internal re-|
venue in the larger cities and)
towns. A person whose net income |
for 1030 was derived from salary,
wages, dividends, interest and an-
nuities and was not in excess of
$5,000 should make his return on
Form 1040A. A person whose net
income was in excess of $5,000 or
regardless of amount, was derived
from a business, profession, rents
or sale of property, is required
to use Form 1040. Failure to use
the proper forms presents diffi-
culties to both the taxpayer and
the Bureau of Internal Revenue.
Therefore, it is emphasized that a
taxpayer who is liable for a re-
turn and is engaged in a business
or profession is required to use
Form 1040.

The return must be filed with
the collector of internal revenue
for the district in which the tax-
payer has his legal residence or

Although loans are not made to
persons having nothing to pay
down, Mr. Williams said, farmers
and tenant families with moderate
savings are buying farms and
financing up to 75 percent of the
purchase price through the Federal
Land Bank and Land Bank Tom-
missioner loans were made avail-
able for purchasing.

In the entire State, more than
5550 farm families purchased
farms with Land Bank and Com-
missioner financing during the
four years ending September 30,
and the aggregate amount of credit
was nearly $13,000,000. During the
same period, the Bank and Com-
missioner refinanced other farm
loans totaling approximately $26,-
000,000,

A number of purchase loans
were made to farmers and tenants
who were already living on and
operating the farms which they
have now purchased, while others
gelected new sites in the county.

The average amunt of credit
extended per farm to assist in
farm purchases in Haskell County
with Land Bank and Commission-
er financing was about $2487.
Some farmers bought land from
private owners, securing financing
through the Land Bank and Com-
missioner, while others purchased
farmg from the Land Bank on
liberal credit terms.

An Ordinance Granting a Franchise
To H. S. Leon, His Successors
And Assigns To Erect, Construct
And Maintain And Operate An
Electric Light Plant, Transmis-
gsion Lines, Substations and Dis-
tnbution  System For  The
Generation, Distribution and Sale
of Electricity for Light, Heat,
Power and Other Purposes In
and Through The City of Has-
kell, Haskell County, Texas, and
To Use Tt - Streets, Alleys and
Other Pub. ¢ Flaces Thereof For
Such Purpos s,

Be It Ordained By The City
Council Of The Cit- ¢ Haskell,
Texas:

Section 1.

There is hereby granted to H.
S. Leon, his successors and assigns,
hereinafter referred to  as  the
grantee for the period of forty
(40) wyears from and after the
passage and approval of this ordi-
nance, the privilege, right, au-
thority and permission, to main-
tuin and operate an electric light
plant, transmission lines, substa-
tlons and distribution system for
the generation, distribution and
sale of electricity for heat, light
and power and other purposes in
the City of Haskell, as its cor-
porate limits now exist or may
hereafter be extended, and to the
inhabitants thereof; and the right
to erect, construct, maintain, oper-
ate and extend poles, wires, in-
sulators, brackets, main conduits,
cables and other conductors of
electricity for supplying electric
lights and power under, beneath
and through and upon the sireets,
alleys, lanes, avenues, public
grounds and highways in the said
City of Haskell.

Section 2. .

That the rights and privileg
herein given and granted to said
grantee shall continue to him, his
heirs and assigns for a period of
forty (40) years from the date of
the passage of this ordinance, and
thereafter for such extended term
or terms as may hereafter be
granted by the City of Haskell,

Section 3.

This franchise is granted upon
the condition that the grantee will
acquire within the City of Has-
kell a suitable site, and construct,
erect and continuously operate
thereon an electric light and power
plant generating alternating cur-
rent and will construct a new al-
ternating current electric distribu-
tion system in the City of Haskell,
and shall commence such construc-
tion within 12 months from date
hereof and substantially place same
in operation within 18 months from
date hereof.

Section 4.

Whenever any poles, wires, or
any other equipment shall be in-
stalled, erected or constructed in
the said City of Haskell by the
grantee, they shall whenever pos-
sible be placed in the alleys and
80 as not to interfere unnecessarily
with ordinary traffic.

of a reasonable deposit with him
by such consumer to secure the
payment for electricity used, such
deposit not to exceed Five ($5.00)
Dollars. Such deposit may be re-
tained by the grantee until service
is discontinued, and all payments
therefor shall have been made.
Grantee shall then return said
deposit to the Consumer together
with six (69 ) per cent interest
thereon from the date of such de-
posit. Interest shall not be paid on
amounts remaining on deposit with
grantee less than six (6) consecu-
tive months; grantee shall be en-
titled to apply such deposit with
acerued interested to any indebt-
edness owing the grantee by the
consumer making the deposit, and
when it shall have been applied
to any indebtedness, electric ser-
vice ghall, at the option of the
grantee, be discontinued until all
of the indebtedness of the con-
sumer is paid and a like deposit is
again made to the grantee by said
Consumer. This provision fixing a
maximum deposit fee of Five
($5.00) Dollars shall only apply to
domestic and residential consum-
