Planning Fall Gardeng

Wherever possible take a day
out and prepare the soil for a fall
garden, urges J, F, Rosborough
horticulturist for the A and M

Rosborough says that English
peas, radishes and stringless
green pod beans may be planted
as late as September 15 for ma.
turity before frost.

In preparing for planting all
weeds should be removed from
tha plot—not plowed under. Next
apply barnlot manure, plowing it
into the soil four or five inches
Break up any clods as small as
possible so that everything will
be ready for planting when thg
first rain comes.

Carrots, cabbage. turnips, broc-
coll and beets are vegetables that
