cant can insure for 50 or 75 per-

cent of the average establshcd
yield for the farm. One nnplira-t- h

will cover ths applicant's
interest in rll farms located, or
considered to b- - lorrted, in the
countv. A landlord or tenant can
Insure Independently of one an-

other to the extent of each one's
Interest in the crop. i

Premium rates and y.elds are
expressed In terms of pounds of
lint cotton An Insured premium
is de'ermincd to be so manv'
pouftds of lint cotton and h's
production will be so many1

pounds of lint cotton. The value
in money will be determined by
the market price of cotton at the
time a premium is paid or a loss
is determined to have occured.

The insured value of the crop
and the amount of indemnity due
a producer will depend on the
investment in the crop at time of
loss. This will be determined in
the following manner:

(a) 40 percent of the maxi-
mum insured production on the
average released by the Corpor-
ation because of damage occur-In-g

after It is too late to re-
plant to cotton, as determined by
the Corporation but prior to the
first cultivation;

(b) 75 percent of the maxi-
mum insured production on the
acreagereleased by the Corpora-
tion because of damage occur-
ring after the first cultivation but
prior to the beginning of har-
vest; and

(c) 100 percent of the maxi-
mum Insured production on any
acreage not covered by (a) and
(b) above, less the estimated

savings in harvesting cost due to
loss in yield caused by hazards
Insured against, which estimated
savingsshall be 25 percent of the
loss due to such hazards.

Applications for Cotton Crop
Insurance under the 1945 pro-
gram must be filed prior to April
1, 1945, by Haskell County Cot-
ton growers. As soon as final
premium rates and yields are
established for Hau&ell County,
a producer should contact the
Triple--A office at Haskell to
fully investigate the crop insur-
ance program in relation to his
llndlvldual farm. With crop Insur-
ance a producer can spread the
cost of failure or low yield over
several years instead of paying
for it all at once.
