Just one year
to a day previously he had wired Con-
gressmuan Willlam P, Cole, chairman
of the oll Investigating committee of
the house of representatives, Cole
wanted Landon to come to Washing-
ton to testify about conditions In the
oil Industry-—Landon being an oll op-
erator. The governor could not come,
but he wired back a telegram which
adorns the publie record for all time,
In it he eredits the administration's
regulatory measures in the oll Indus-
try with “having been one of the larg.
est factors toward increasing the pur-
chasing power of the entire Southwest

covery can be made by honest, co-
ordinated efforts of states and federal
administration and Industry.”
