started at once, In a few cases, in-
festation is now heavy enough to
start control work and some far.
mers have dusted or sprayed their
cotton during the past week to
control leafworms,

It is advisable for all farmers
fo get a supply of calcium arsen.
ate now so that they will have
this material on hand when an |
infestation of leaf worms attacks
their crops. If dusting equipment
is available, calcium arsenate
should be applied to the cotton |

Sinee soap lowers surface ten-
sion, soapy water will cover a con-
siderably greater area than an
equal amount of pure water This
property of soap makes it an es-
sential  ingredieni of insecticide
sprays, more important now than
ever on farms and victory gardens.
Thousands of tons of soap are thus
used, in conjunction with mineral
and vegetable poisons, to spread
the Iizuid over more area. Here
soap does double duty because il
also blocks the breathing tubes of
its insect wvictims.
