The 350th got there first and
greeled the Germans with in-
tense fire. It was the start of the
week-long ferocious battle, Clouds
hugged the mountain top, con-
cealing advancing Germans until
they were within a few vards of
the defenders, and much of the
fighting was done at a range of
%0 yards. Six Germans were killed
within the castle that marks the
peak of the mountain,

morning and evening attacks they
