CTINPS 15-18

Each Stamp Good for Five
Pounds Between May
24 and Oct. 31

According to the revised ration-
ing program, stamps numbered 15
and 16 in War Ration Book One
cach will be good for five pounds
of sugar for home canning, it was
announced this week by the coun-
ty War Price and Rationing
Board,

Consumers will obtain this su-
gar by taking their ration books
to retailers rather than applying
to local boards for sugar coupons
as was announced earlier,

Stamps 15 and 16 became valid
on May 24 and may be used for
oblaining canning sugar In
amounts of five pounds each
through October 31, 1943,

In exceptional cases where con-
sumers require more than the ten
pounds of canning sugar obtain-
able with sugar stamps in War
Ration Book 1, applications for d-
ditional allotments shall not ex-
ceed twenty-five pounds.

A driver with alcohol in his sys-
tem doesn't have much system
about the way he does things.

In the grade crossing accident
fllustrated here, three young men
had alcohol In their systems and
the three men and thelr systems,
including the alcohol, were in a
car, one of them as the driver.

At 3:20 am, the driver steered
headon into a freight train at a
grade crossing. The impact de-
railed an oil car and threw it into
the path of a speeding passenger
train coming from the opposite
direction. The passenger engine
was derailed, and jack-knifed the
baggage car, turning over a coach
and deralling five additional cars,
Forty persons were injured, the
three young men were killed and
traffic on the mainline —a vital
war goods artery-—was tied up
for several hours,

Alcohol and gasoline don't mix
—nor does a car mix well with a
speeding train. But 34 per cent of
the grade crossing accidents are
lue to cars running into the side
of trains, and three-fourths of
these occur at night.

The National Safety Council is
sonducting a4 special campaign to

stop these accldents which every
day delay 38 trains a total of 22
houra—a serious drain on the na-
tion's war transportation effort.

Food and Feed Forecast

COLLEGE STATION, — Given
favorable seasons and extra lubor
for peak requirements, Texas
farm families should be able to
reach most of their war food
goals. C. E. Bowles, specialist in
organization and cooperalive mar-
keting for the A. nd M. College
Extension Service, makes this ob-
serviation on the basis of a fore-
cast recently released by the state
agricultural statistician for the U,
S. Department of Agriculture.

According to the forecast, the
inventory of beef animals now on
Texas farms and ranches is above
last year's record. Cattle and
calves marketed in 1942 were 29
per cent above sales in 1041,
Likewise, sheep and lambs went

ut on January 1, 1943, Tex-
as still had more sheep and
lambs than in any previous Yeur.

Indications are that the 1043
spring pig crop is 30 per cent
above last spring's record rop. The
1942 pig crop was 58 per cent
above the 10 year average, Con-
virced comparable increases can-
not be expected, Mr. Bowles be-
lieves. The labor shortage is one
factor, and in addition, farmers
are now being squeezed between
skyrocketing feed prices and ceil-
ing prices on meat, .

vice and the office of the Nation-
al Food Administrator relates only
to the recruiting and placement of
farm laber within the State and
the various counties and does not
apply to the movement of farm
labor across international boun-
daries or state lines,

“We realize that farmers and
ranchers in Texas will not be
able to obtain the quantity and
quality of labor to which they are

able to help them get
workers to prevent the wasting
of crops in the Neld and the

ty agricultural agent said.

“In soma counties where the
need justifies and it is desired by
farmers, town and city boys and
girls known as Victory Farm Vol-
unteers will be recruited and
trained for emergency work on
the farms. Many rural schools
already have adjusted their sche-
dules to free school children for
work in the critical periods. In
n few counties in Texas where
the farm labor situation is very
serious, there may be organized
local bttalions of the Women's
Land Army, the agents learned.
In the nation as a whole, recruit-
ing of U 8. Crop Corps of 3.-
500,000 workers for full-time,
seasonal or temporary farm work
is contemplated.

Schumann quoted Lt. Col. Jay
L. Taylor, Texas rancher and
deputy War Food Administrator
as saying that “ninety-nine per
cent of this progrm will be car-
ried on in the country and one
per cent in Washington."

“The long hours and hard
work of families now on Texas
farms and ranches indicate their
patriotism,"” local Extension
workres said, and th Texas A. &
M. College Extension Service ac-
cepts its new war-time assign-
ment with the hope that it may
bring some measure of relief to
the people who are wotking to
produce more {pod and feed than
ever before.
