OPA PRICE ACTIONS—

Prices for the 1044 crops of a
number of fresh food items have
been set by OPA. Potato prices
will be the same as for the 1943
crop except that for July there
will be increases in the F.O.B.
shipping point prices of 20 cents
a2 hundredweight in Nebraska and
30 cents a hundredweight in
Kansas, Maryland, North Caro-
lina and Virginia, stutes in which
adverse weather canused de-
creased yield. Retail prices of
1944 sweet potatoes—with a na-
tionnl average of about 10 cents
a pound over the 12 months—
will be lower than for the 1943
crop, OPA says. Retail prices for
the 1044 red sour cherries for
table use or home canning will
be about 18 cents a pound with
stems and sold in containers and
about 16 cents a pound without
stems and sold in containers. The
F.O.B. shipping point prices for
these cherries in containers will
be 11 cents a pound with stems
and 9 and 3-4 cents a pound
without stems. Sold in bulk with-
out containers the price is two

cents a pound less than the con-|.

tainer prices. Highest prices for
fresh peaches for table use should
range from 14% to 16 cents a
pound, OPA says, as these pench-
es are now under price control
for the first time.

Business took me to Indianapolis
In the last week of May, just in time
to witness another sickening fluke of
manhandled economy. Dead hogs
lay uncounted on the ground by the
| rondside in the sun, 100% loss to

their owners, to the nation’'s weaith

and to ts world's food supply. It
vas a blundeor, of course. Surely
Ilthis time nobody will say, "'We
| planned it this way.”
It was two years ago that the gov-
ernment named an arbitrary price
{on fat hogs and guaranteed it for
two years. The aim waus for the peo-
ple of the United States to have the
right amount of pork at the right
price,
only the first step, In order to get
just the right amount of pork, the
government rationed corn, which is
essential in the growing of pork.
Feared Piggishness

The next measure was to ration
pork so0 just the right number of
hogs would feed just the right num-
ber of people just the right number
of days. It was assumed that smart
bureaucrats knew ‘precidely how
many pounds of grain it took to pro-
duce a pound of pork, and ecould
figure bow many eaters there were
and how much ham and bacon they
ought to eat per family per day, or
per county per degree Fahrenheit,
or something,

It there is one reader of this col
umn who lacks such knowledge, 1
want to offer some facts of life
about hogs: Just ten months from
the day a farmer consents to tol-
erate another family of pigs on his
estate, he can be selling 250-pound,
prime sholes. America is now in
the third generation of swine since
the government guaranteed the
price, Apparently pig culture has
oecome a national hobby.

Grown for Profit

Now when pigs are right to eat,
hey are ready to sell, and the creak-
ng Umbers of America's bulging
pig-pen had been heard in Washing-
ton for several weeks before the
JPA lowered the bars, took ration
puints off pork and released the
squealing deluge. Had the big-wigs
tiqured right? No! Hog receipts at
cleven main packing centers exceed-
od processing capacity.

Indianapolis was only a sample,
Hogs arrived too fast to kill. Pack-
ers quit bidding for them. Farmers
~ith trucks full of hogs formed cara-
vans on the roads. Traffic jammed,
Lines waited and waited some more.
Pigs died of thirst and hunger and
were piled outside the stockyards.
Then the green flies came. They
didn't have to wait on the OPA—
purely unofficial

To Err Is Human

Carpenters hide their mistakes
with putty, Doctors, it has been
sald, bury theirs. I hope no Wash-
ington braintruster was too disap-
pointed when (after ration points
were lifted off pork) the American
people failed to eat up the conse-
quences of his error. After all,
enough pork is enough. And what
happened was no worse than this
nation had every right to expect,

The law of supply and demand is
a law of nature, no less than the law
of gravity, In like degree they are
God's laws and no mortal can make
headway against them. Even doubt-
ers say pork is probably the easicst
market of all markets to guess; and
what a fop! War cuused no part of
the ridiculous pig tasco. If such
tinkering should become a national
post-war policy, we would be in for
a sad season of man-made muddles.

Austin, Texas—"Infantile par-
alysis can be expected to occur
more frequently during the next
three months," declared Dr. Geo.
W. Cox, State Health Officer.
“This disease is always more fre-
quent during the hot months.
“The germ respansible for in-
fontile paralysis is so small that
it escapes detection even with
the most powerful microscopes.
The first symptoms are usually
vomiting, headache, fever, stiff-
ness of the neck, pain in the
legs. irritability and drowsiness,
Complete recovery may follow
such an illness but in more se-
vere cases the germ penetrates the
nervous system, resulting in par-
alysis of nerves controlling one,
or more, groups of muscles, Some
remarkable recoveries have been
noted.
