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An inactive rutting season is
another sign of malnutrition,
Normally, well-fed bucks cea-
s¢ to actively forage and
breeding activity increases
vigorously,. A well-fed doe
generally has twins, so the
herd that averages less than
one fawn per doe is a sure sign
of poor nutrition.

Deer herds that have been on
low quality forage for long
periods reveal external para-
sites and diseases. Carcasses
usually are infested with
internal parasites and dis-
eases.

Deer suffering from malnutri-
tion show signs of decline in
size and weight which s
evident even to the inexper-
ienced hunter,

Forage on the deer range
must be adequate both in
quantity and quality in order
for bucks 1o grow in body size
and produce desirable antlers.
So look for ranges that have
ample food. Food varies with
range conditions and avail-
ability. Grass ranges furnish

deer's diet, while forbs and
legumes constitute 60 1o KO
percent of the diet.

Some of our local browse
species to look for are elm.
hackberry, bumelia, ephedra,
Sumac, cat claw |, condalia,
mesquite, juniper and yucca,

Also necessary for good
deer condition and numbers is
cover. Deer need an avenue of
escape, and are very seldom
found over Y4 mile from cover,
usually not over 500 feet, And
sufficient watering holes are of
a4 necessity, Adult deer will
travel out of home territory to
water and then return, but
fawns usually will stay in cover
rather then water.

1974 has been a poor year
for range conditions in our
locale. Food is scarce and
water is low. Be on the lookout
for poor body conditions. Look
for bucks with big antlers,
prime body conditions, early
maturity of young animals,
productive does and high fawn
survival. Don't waste your
time bringing in a poor deer.

For more information. con-
tact your local game warden or
your soil conservationist. They
can  give many good
pointers on what to look for in
hunting the best animal to
bring home.

There are also a lot of metric
measures we are already
familar with. We use ISMM
film and think nothing of it
The electiricity we use s
measured in  watts and
kilowatts. This is the same in
the metric system and will not
change. Time will still be
measured in seconds, minutes
and hours and our money will
still be counted the same.

There are only a few key
words we'll have to learn in
order to use the metric system,
These words are METER for
length, LITER for volume,
GRAM for weight and DE-
GREE CELSIUS for tempera-
ture

At first we may have to
convert measures from our
customary system to the
metric system until we learn
these new terms ang what they
mean. This can be a little
confusing, but the more we
learn about the metric system
the easier it will be to use, We
will have to learn to '‘think
metric not conversion’’

Beef Crisis
Aid Sought

FORT WORTH, Texas —
Combatting the beef cattle
crisis in the face of a
world wide over-supply of
beef has climaxed with up-
coming conferences between
Hilmar G. Moore, president
of the Texas and Southwst-
ern Cattle Ralsers Assn.,
and Secretary of the Treas-
urer William E. Simon In
Washington and with Vice
President Designate Nelson
A. Rockefeller in New York.

Many similar meetings
with government and indust-
ry leaders for many months
on beef import quotas, farm-
retail price spreads, infla-
tionary trends, feed grain ex-
ports, land use, taxes and
interest rates have occupied
the officers of the TSCRA in
efforts to alleviate the bind
that cattlemen are now
caught in, Moore said. “The
federal government has cer-
tainly done nothing to help
us with higher taxes, energy
shortage, reduced supplies
of fertilizer at drastically
higher prices, high interest
rates, and many other ac-
tions which have caused our
costs to soar, especially on
labor, equipment and trans-
portation,”” he added.

Moore was not optimistic
on curtaiing meat imports.
There is no way we can ab-
sorb the total world over-
supply of beef and no reason
why we should. However, in
spite of several meelings by
TSCRA and allied cattle in-
dustry groups with Secretary
Hutz and other USDA offi-
cials, as well as with various
members of Congress, on
this problem, there seems to
be no inclination on their
part to reimpose the import
quota restrictions,"”” he stat-
ed.

Referring to his forthcom-
ing meetings with Simon
and Rockefeller, Moore said
he will "'brief them on the
condition of our industry. 1
fully intend to present all
the facts on our behalf and
hope to influence their fu-
ture declsions."

Peachtree Pest
Is Problem

One of the most destructive
peach pests is the peachtree
borer. The larval stage
damages the peach tree by
burrowing the trunk of the tree
near the ground line. Infested
trees decline in vigor and may
die as a result of the damage
inflicted by peachtree borer
larvae. Now s the time to
protect your peach trees from
the peachtree borer damage.

The best way to determine if
a peach tiee is infested by
(hese borers is o inspect the
runk of the tree at the soil

line. When large masses of
gum which contains a brown
sawdust like material are
found, peachtree borers are
present. Peach trees should be
inspected several times each
year to determine if control
measures are needed.

These borers can be con-
torlled by an application of
paradichlorobenzene crystals
(PDB crystals) applied around
the base of the tree during the
period of October 20 to
Novemver 15, The use of PDB
crystals in the proper manner
will, in most cases, eliminate
the infestations. The crystals
should be applied when the
soil is dry and the temperature
is 55° or above. Weeds should
be removed from around the
base of the tree and the soil
leveled one foot from the tree
trunk. Place the PDB crystals
in a narrow groove encircling
the tree about two inches from
the tree trunk, Care should be
taken to keep any of the
crystals from coming in direct
contact with the tree. Clean
soil should be placed over the
crystals so as to form a
cone-shaped pile about six to
eight inches high around the
base of the tree. This soil
should be removed from the
base of the tree in late March
or early April.

The amount of PDB crystals
to be used is determined by
the age and size of the tree. In
general, one-half (¥2) ounce of
crystals should be used for two
to three year old trees, three
fourthes (%) ounce for four to
five year old trees and one (1)
ounce tor mature trees.

Where peach tree borers are
a problem, the use of this
control measure for this pest
will greatly lengthen the life of
the peach tree. Further
information on control of the
peachtree borer is available
from Max Stapleton, County
Extension Agent (Agricul-
ture).
