Haskell Man Loses
Leg In Accident
At Abilene

Grady Piland, 37, of Haskell,
who had been employed in Abi-
lene for several months, received
critical injuries Friday afternoon
in an accident on the Abilene
Southern Railway industrial
tracks in South Abilene.

He said
the sand cars collided with the
coal car and knocked Piland and
Allen Myers, another E. F, Smith
employe, from the coal car on
which they were sitting. Piland
fell under the moving car and
both his legs were crushed. My-

ers managed to leap clear of thel

car, and was uninjured.

Piland was rushed to Hendrick
Memorial Hospital in Abilene
where his right leg was amputat-
ed above the knee.

They look the
same, and have some of the old
sweetness, But there the similar-
ity ends, Dr. Cox says.

Since less preservative salt is
used in the smoking process, to-
day's ham products have to be
placed under immediate refriger-

ation, the same as any other
meat
JTenderized” hams are smoked

at a temperature of approximate-
ly 129 degrees. Dr. Cox says that
means they have to be cooked
before eating in order to kill any
trichina larvae that may be pres-
ent.

“Trichina larvae, which cause
trichinosis, are killed at a tem-
perature of 137 degrees F." the
health officer cautioned, "That's
internal temperature.”

He warned that ‘ready-to-eat”
ham products are smoked at ap-
proximately 160 degrees, and cur-
ed with less salt than regular
smoked hams. They'll spoil easi-
ly unless kept under refrigera-
tion until eaten.

Here are the health officer's
recommendations regarding these
products:

1. They cannot be stored in
temperatures above 50 degrees.
Neither can prepared dishes or
sandwiches made from the pro-
ducts,

2, Strict sanitation should be
observed in handling them.

3. They should be handled in
refrigerated equipment from
packing plant to consumer.

4. Cook-before - eating must
not be confused with readv-to-
eat meat products. Always ask 1he
retailer about the meat to make!
sure of the cooking procedure.

| Each year thousands of people
are victims of sprains, strains,
hernias, and other injuries sim-
ply because they do not know how
to properly handle heavy ob-
jects—says E. C. Martin, state
leader of agricultural programs for

Farm Safety Committee.

He says that records kept by the
Nuticnal Safety Council show
five common causes for lifting
injuries. They are lifting and
lowering objects with the back
muscles instead of the leg muscles;
linsecure grip or footing and un-
| safe placing of hands or feet. ob-
structed viglon, unstable loads, o
inadequate control and insuffici-
ent help or failure to use mech-
anical aids.

Martin points out that the com-
|mon practice of bending at the
waist when lifting something
places a severe strain on the sen
sitive back and abdominal mus-
cles. By bending your knees and
keeping your back straight when
lifting something heavy, you can
place the strain on vour leg mus-
cles which are less likely to be
injured.

Before doing any lifting around
the farm Martin suggests that
you examine the job carefullly.
See if you can't reduce the amount
of necessary lifting, and find some
way to use mechanical equipment
if possible, If very heavy lifting
must be done by hand, get some-
l.-,nc to help you do the job,
