Select Oniy Quality
Turkeys for Family
Thanksgiving Feast

Although there may be some
doubt about which Thursday in
November to select for celebrating |
Thanksgiving this year, there
should be no doubt about the
quality of the bird you select for |
your Thanksgiving dinner. |

Regardless of wether the holi-|
day is celebrated on November
23 o1 30, Thanksgiving is only
a few weeks off, and thousands |
of Texang will soon be selecting
the turkeys that will be eaten|
later on that day. D. R. Barrett, |
assistant poultry marketing spec-
jialist for the Texas A. & M. Col-
lege Extension Service, has a few |
pointers for the many people who
will want to select live birds and |
do the dressing themselves or
will be having it done at the local |
locker plant.

Quality of the live turkev can-
not be improved by any method
of processing. It is important that
only live turkevs of the best
gquality be selected, since no high- |
er quality meat can be expected
to arrive on the table than was
selected from the pen of live
birds.

Flesh, finish, and th& absence
of pinfeathers are the important
factors which Barrett advises con-
sidering when selecting quality
turkeys. Well fleshed turkeys will |
have broad breasts that are well
covered with meat, The thighs
will be large and the drumsticks
bulging. |

Barrett says that some fat over
the entire carcass i< desirable.
He says that the creaminess of |
the skin on all parts of the carcass |
indicates that the bird is well |
finished. Turkevs should also be!
free of pinfeathers. Pins cause
difficulty in cleaning the bird undl
detract from the appearance of
the carcass,

Keeping these points in mind
when selecting the live bird will
help bring a delicious, appetiz-
mﬁ: turkey to the Thanksgiving |
table,

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being good livestock judges be-
cause the quality of their stock
indicates that they have done a
good job in breed improvement.
But as judges of pasture condi-
tion, of vegetation — especially
grass—too many ranchmen do
not know just what to look for.

The impartance of learning
what to look for in a good pas-
ture grass is emphasized by F,
W. Martin, County Agent. He
says that 15 to 80 per cent of
the forage consumed by livestock
in Texas is roughage in the form
af native grass. Grass is the
cheapest feed available, and Mar-
tin states that knowing the veg-
etation, primarily grass, is fun-
cdawental in the hivestock business
as knowing livestock.

In some respects judging live-

stock and judging grass are very
similar. In judging a horse cer-
tain characteristics are looked for
in the animal's head. Grasses
also show different characteris-
ties in the head. In fact, the grass
family is broken down into vari-
ous groups on the basis of the|
seed head.
On a horse you want a good
tirm middie with a short coup-
ling and fairly level croup. The
middle of the grass, that is the
 leafy part, should be abundant,
ipraduce over a long season and
cure out well,

Every livestock man knows
that a horse must have straight,
well-musched lugs with strong
bones, or he will be of little
value. The legs on grass, that is
the root, are just as important
and require jusct as much care
as those on a horse. A grass plant
depends on its root system for
food and water for leaf growth,
Unless the roots are deep and
well distributed, reduced forage
production results.

Mirtin reminds ranchers that
heavy ar close grazing has the ef-
fect of reducing the root system
of the plant as well as the top
growth. Good native grasses that
are close-grazed die out and are
replaced by poorer, short-rooted
grasses and weeds which require
less water and produce less for-
age.

A good livestock man selects
an'muls for breedias ot only on
the basis of their quality as in-
dividuals, but also from the stand-
point of their desirability for use
in the breeding herd. Grasses,
too, should be selected not as in-
dividual plants, but an the basis
of their suitability for use 'n a
balanced grazing program.

Production of more good
grass per acre means more profit
from the same acreage through
extra pounds of meat produced,

Knowing the various grasses,
their growing and seeding season
and their pedigree is essential
to sound management says Mar-
tin. The ease of obtaining an
excellent grazing mixture will
depend on the kind and amount
of the various grasses that are al-
ready present, If the pasture is
being invaded by poor grasses,
the job of improving the quality
and quantity of the grass mix-
ture will be more difficult. Good
deep-rooted grasses far seeding
out indicate that the pasture has
been receiving the proper manog-
ement.
