Gathering Cotton
Crop Underway;
103 Bales Ginned

Gathering of the area's 1950
cotton crop, delayed by lateness
of planting and unfavorable
weather appeared to be getting
underway in the Haskell area
this week, with all of the city's
five gins in operation on a part-
time basis and ready for moving
into full scale processing of what
is expected to be an exceptional-
ly good yield.

Up to Thursday noon, reports
from four of Haskell's five gin
plants showed that 103 bales had
been ginned here, with an in-
creasing flow of the staple ex-
pected if weather conditions re-
main favorable for maturing the

Cotton is reported opening in
the fields in all parts of the coun-
ty, with the earliest maturing in
south and southwest areas
where rainfall was lighter during
the summer, resulting in advance
maturing of bolls.

All of the cotton ginned to date
has been of uniformly good grade,
ginners reported, and the grade
and staple should improve in
later-maturing filed.

Yields from the current crop
is hard to forecast, ginners and
farmers declare and will de-
pend in a large measure on frost
date. Insect damage has been
heavy, but the crop has now
reached the stage where control
measures are ineffective or inad-
th&hk' County Agent Martin
said.
