Nobody is argulng whether
needy Texas old folks should re-
ceive gp increase in their monthly
pensions. Such isso far from the
issue, The real issue is that ob-
viously a hoax is being perpetra-
ted in proposed constitutional
amendment No. 6 to be voted on
Nov. 13. in which hoax the old
folks will r‘n innocent victima.

Because the amendment pro-
poses to raise the ceiling from
$35,000,000 to $42,000,000 g year
many may be lead to believe this
will mean additional money for
those on the rolls, Texans over
65 who have qualified as genuine
citizens, But there is a “joker” in
the amendment which is anything
but funny.

The joker seems %o remove the
citizenship provision under which
applicants qualify gynd an estima-
ted 30,000 aliens would be able
to get aboard the gravy train,
thus forcing the legimate needy
old folks of Texas to take g re-
duction, not an increase.
