Cotton farmer should
keep this fact in mind when they
make plans for expanding their
1051 cotton plantings, But accord- |
ing to A. C. Gunter, associate ex- |
tension entomologist of Texas |
A&M College, farmers can help
the situation by purchasing now
and storing the insecticides on the |
farm.

He urges farmers to purchase
their minimum insecticide needs
at this time or at least within the
next few weeks. The insecticide
menufacturers have limited stor- |
age space and when this space is
completely filled, they must cease
operations. Farmers and distribu-
tors by taking delivery now can
keep the insecticides moving and
at the same time, help the storage
and transportation situation.

Gunter says that insecticides |
will cost no more now than they
will next summer and there is
a possibility they may come cheap-
er. He says dusts and sprays can
be stored safely on the farm. The |
dusts must be stored in a dry
building and the spray containers
should be stored where they will
not be damaged from breakage.
Both tvpes of material can be
stored for months,

Any of the smears that
contain the 3 per cent lindane and
the 35 per cent pine oll will be
effective even though the other
items in the formula vary some-
what from the original,

Here are the advantages for the
new smear over 82, It will not
deteriorate upon standing. An ap-
plication usually lasts for seven
days or about twice as long as
an application of Smear 62, Treat-
ed wounds heal quickly and the
lamp black and other coloring
chemicals that stain clothing, wool
or hair are not found in the new
remedy. The treatment kills mag-
gots deep in the wounds, young
maggots as they hatch from eggs
and flies attracted to the wound to
feed or lay eggs.

According to Martin. the new
remedy has been tried on thous-
ands of animals during the past
four years and none have been
injured fram the treatment. He
points out, however, that young
animals, especially calves, might
become sick if the treatment is not
applicd properly. The smear
should be applied with a small
paint brush and only the wound
and a narrow strip of an inch or
less about the wound should b
treated.

Martin urges livestock produc-
ers to use good livestock manage-
ment practices and to be on the
alert for infestations of screw-

worms. because the use of the new
remedy alone will not give screw-
worm control. Infested animals
should be treated at once and op-
erations or other livestock ma-
nagement practices that cause
wounds should be avoided during
the screwworm season,

The same formula can be di-
luted with water, one part of EQ
335 with nine parts of water, and
can be used to treat sheep that are
infested with wool maggots. The
liquid should be applied to the
infected portions of the sheep.

Resources Increase

During the first six months of
the bank’'s operation, total re~
sources climbed to $86,614.32. ac-
cording to the first published
statement of condition. published
June 3, 1801. ;

Loans and discounts were listed
at $44,384.62, while deposits
amounted to $21,352.89, Net earn-
ings for the first six months
amounted to $1,709.85. after de-
duction of taxes and current ex-
penses, and $1,700,00 was carried
to a surplus fund.

The bank had purchased U. S.
Bonds in the amount of $12,500
to secure circulation, and had out-
stan National Bank notes on
the askell National Bank
amounting to $11.250.00, with a
redemption fund of $562.50 de-
posited with the U. 8.

State Shows Big
Increase of Gas

[n Home Heating

The number of Texas homes
equipped with gas heat increased
by 75,389 during the past year,
a report by the state’s utility
firms points out.

About 75,866 more homes will
pet gas in the next vear if heat-
ing materials continue to be avail-
able by the end of 1951, the report
continues. This increase of 16 per
cent in homes with gas heating
over the two-year period is the
result of the rapid expansion of
natural gas pipelines on which
75,607,000 has been spent in the
stute since 1946,

Pipelines and storage facilities,
authorized by the Federal Power
Commission in Texas and adjoin-
ing states since V-J Day, have
brought natural gas into Texas in
such greatly increased volume
that many thousands of homes
and major industries now have the
advantage of the low-cost fuel.
Many large and small communi-
ties have been alded. including El
Paso and Dallas. according to W.
Paul Jones, president of Servel,
Inc,, the nation's leading gas
equipment and appliance manu-
facturer,

This new natural gas construct-
ion i1s part of a nationwide ex-
pansion program, in the course
of which gas utility industry has
spent three billion dollars since
August, 1945, There are now al-
most 300,000 miles of pipeline in
service in the United States. de-
livering energy for manufacturing
and household uses at an annual
rate exceeding four thousand bil-
lion cubic feet.
