Water Conservation Practices Increase IncreaseIn Home

Productionon Rollins: Plains
Writer appears to be the lim-

iting fiictor In the production of
cotton on the Rolling Plnlns.

Cotton yields were increased
24 percent by contouring and

7 percent by using closed lcv-c- lr

terraces at Spur Experiment
Statiop, while the use of comm-
ercial fertilizer, barnyard man-
ure and sorghum litter on small
test plots failed to increase the
yield.

Three fields with straight
rows, contour rows, and contour
tows and closed level terraces
have been planted to cotton con-
tinuously since 1927. The soils
on the fields arc largely Abilene
clay loam, and the slope aver-
ages five-tent- hs percent (0.5tfi).

An average annual yield of
1?2 pounds of lint per acre for
straight row farming was in-

creased to 151 pounds by con-
touring. Where closed level
terraces were used with con-to- ut

rows, the yield was in-

creased to 192 pounds, an aver-
age of 70 pounds more lint per
acre annually than from straight
rows.

Average annual runoff was
i educed from 2,75 inches to 1.95
inches by using contour rows.
There was no runoff from the
area with closed level terraces.

In the state If she would
modernize her food shopping
habits, a study conducted by the
ic veals.

The research disclosed that
most of Texas' 1,643,876 house-
wives shop for groceries every
day, a staggering total of 598,-S70.8- 64

hours, or approximately
24,658,140 days. By shopping
only twice a week for food,
which now is possible because
modern household refrigerators
can hold more than a week's
supply of food at a time, each
housewife could reduce grocery
shopping time by half. Whereas
everyday shopping requires an
estimated 15 full days a year of
each homemaker, the twice--,

system cuts the figure to
7.5 days.

The Servel study also reveal-
ed other flaws in women's food
shopping habits. For example,
C6 per cent waste valuable
energy by concentrating groc-
ery purchases into Friday and
Saturday, although they could
more easily shop during the
first three days of the week
when stores are less crowded.
One reasonadvanced for the
housewife's adhering to week-
end shopping habits is that she
has not yet fully realized that
mouern remgerauon Keeps per-
ishable foods many days longer
than was possible with the old
icebox which long ago made
necessary both frequent shopp-
ing and "loading up" for "the
weekend.

The error of overy-da-y shop-
ping is most prevalent among
city homemakers, the research
showed, becauseof the around
the corner accessibility of
stores. Suburban dwellers have
learned to buy foods twice or
three times a week, and the rur--
al Saturday shopping habit is
still ifairly general in the
