AUSTIN — U. S. Supreme
Courts decision that federal
courts have power to review acts
of state legislatures in reappor-
tioning representation was met
with an uproar from many sta-
tes.

Reapportionment is the busi-
ness of redistricting a state to
determine the number of legis-
lators according to an area's
population. Natlonal and state
constitutions both provide for
re-examination of representa-
tion In legislative assemblies
every 10 years.

An area frequently galns or
loses representatives to the state
house. This happened in Texas
recently, when a 1961 redistrict-
ing act by the legislature took
effect.

Working under a constitution-
al amendment adopted in 1936,
limiting cities to one represen-
tative for every 700,000 inhabi-
tants, Texas, representative dis-
tricts got a pretty thorough go-
' ing over,
| The 31-member senate body
| was not greatly effected by the
reapportionment, however, since
the law states that the senate
“shall never be increased and no

(o 1o

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single county shall be entitled
to more than one senator.”

What the U. 8. Supreme Court
would hold about such a condi-
tion, in view of a congressional
provision for two U. 8. senators
from each state regardless of
population, won't be known un-
less the question is put to its
nine justices.

There Is some reason to be-
lieve, however, that the higher
court would look with disfavor
on this State's constitutional
provision limiting House repre-
sentation to one member for
every 100,000 inhabitants after
a county attains a population of
more than 700,000,

In the event citizens dissatis-
fied with the situation in Texas
ever go to court for a reshuffl-
ing, they’ll be armed with the
information that 11 urban coun-
ties have a little more than half
of Texas' 9,579,677 inhabitants
and more than a third of the
150 members of the House of
Representatives,

HOPE FOR TRAPPED FISH —

Everyone else in a trial
exists to hear what they have to
say.

Our courts need witnesses. A
jury to find the facts. The judge
to apply the law. The lawyer to
tell his cllent's story.

Chances are you worry about
stepping up, taking an oath, and
telling your story in court.

On some rare occaslons you
could be called upon to testi-
fy about something affecting
your own standing in the com-
munity.

As a witness you too have the
right, for example, not to testify
against yourself In somebody
else’s lawsult or crime trial.

If you are ever in such a bind,
consult a lawyer of your own
cholce on what to do.

3. Wear clean,
clothes.

4. Don't memorize your story
word for word. That is the sur-
est way to sound bad. But think
of what you saw and heard.

5. Listen to the question you

6. Glve a simple, direct ans-
wer in your own words. Don't
be rushed.

7. If you err -- and people of-
ten do -- correct yourself at
once. If you can't remember
some detall, soy so. Don't bluff,

identify yourself with either
side.

9. Stop when the judge breaks
in, and don't try to sneak an
answer in before he can stop
you. What you might say could
end in a “mistrial.”

10. Keep cool and don't sass
back.

yes, you may be reimbursed for
certain of your expenses incurr-
ed in attending the trial.
