postmistress from 1775 to
1789. She also ran a printing
shop and turned out the first
crpics of the Declaration of
Independence. As editor and
publisher of a weekly news-
paper she reported the war
with patriotic fervor.

Now if this all sounds as
though it is far afield from
"Haskell Bicentennial Hap-

penings", so be it!
But perhapswc need to be

reminded that the men who
wrote those documents and
the women who fought for a
young nation all rose to
greatnessbecausetheymerely
did what they felt they had to
lo.

other costs for operation, the
costof herbicides is somewhat
less. Especiallyis this so if you
apply a cost factor to deter-
ioration of soil structure, soil
compaction, the loss of per-
meability andtheother factors
mentioned earlier.

Someexamplesof minimum
tillage that arc successfully
being used arc:

(1) Bedding and planting
with one operation in residue
without prior cultivation. Cul-
tivation following planting
would be no more than two
operationssuchas knifing and
sweeping; or two cultivations
with sweeps.

(2) Application of herbicides
just prior to planting followed
by the procedure outlined in
sample one may even elim-
inate one of the cultivations or
both of them.

(3) Row or drilled plantings
made in residue with no
seedbed preparation. Herbi-
cides arc used for weed
control with no cultivation
following planting.

(4) Occasional"running" or
sweepingout water furrows on
irrigated lands may be requir-
ed for proper functioning of
gravity irrigation systems.

Should Check
Benefits

The Veterans Administra-
tion pointed to a good
reason veterans should check
with the agencybefore travel-
ing or establishing residence
abroad.

foreign schools.
Compensation and pension
checksmay be mailed to most
addresses abroad, but GI
home loans arc not available
to veterans living in foreign
countries.

Whenever possible, veter-
ans traveling in foreign
countries should maintain
stateside mailing addressesto
insure prompt receipt of
checks, Coker advised.
