Texas Army Guard Checks Lakes

The Texas Army Guard has
just completed a unique year
long environment effort aimed
at assessing basic pollution
threats to Texas lakes,

The project was understated
jointly by the Texas Guard,
the U. S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA), and
the Field Operations Division,
Texas Water Quality Board.

It is part of a new statewide
sampling of 256 tributary sites
to assess the potential for
water damage by eutrophi
cation to 39 Texas lakes

Eutrophication occurs when
nutrient  enrichment, prin-
cipally phosphates and nit
rates, stimulates algae scums
and causes shallows to be
choked with masses of rooted
plants

As a direct result of the high
production of aquatic plants,
the value of a lake as a water
resource is greatly impaired,
sesthetic qualities  are  vir-
tually destroyed, and depleted
oxygen and reduced water
clarity force valued game
fish--trout, salmon, and small

mouth bass, for instance--to
be dominated by those fish
better adapted to the weedier
conditions, such as carp and
suckers.

Main sources of nutrients
include municipal sewage,
treatment plant effluent, in-
dustrial discharges, and fer-
tilized cropland and feedlot
drainage

In Austin, the Adjutant
General of  Texas, Major
General Thomas S, Bishop,
commended those involved,
saying, "Guardsmen  are
participating in this project
because of their concern for
the quality of our environ-
ment."" They are all volun-
teers, the General empha-
sized, "‘and we firmly believe
their accomplishments will
provide a distinct service to
the State of Texas and the
federal government.”’

All told, over 200 Guards
men from 49 Texas National
Guard armories drew more
than 5,400 samples from
tributaries  throughout the
state

1. Habitat destruction such
as land clearing. rootplowing.
etc. destroys cover and forage

2. Poor range or inadequate
food supplies due to over.
grazing by domestic livestock
and deer overpopulation re-
sults in large-scale deer die-
offs as well as less pounds of
gain for domestic livestock.

J. Diseases and parasites
increase in both deer and
livestock

4. lllegal hunting.

The landowner with deer
population can learn more
about deer habitat require-
ments and make every effort
to provide sufficient forage for
deer and other wildlife as wll
as domestic livestock. Above
all else, the landowner should
arrange for legal harvesting of
deer annually to keep the
proper balance or ratio of
bucks to does, and domestic
livestock.

Every landowner and hunt-
er should cooperate with law
enforcement officers respon-
sible for the protection and
preservation of our wildlife.
Violators should be reported
immediately to the nearest
game warden. Such violations
apply not only to deer, but also
to other wildlife that are
governed by a hunting season-
quail and dove to name the
most prevalent in Haskell
County.

Let us all work together to
improve our wildlife program
in Texas and Haskell County.

Consumer
protection, covering a
number of designated
products, s a legal
responsibility  of  the
Texas Agricultural Exper
ment  Station (TAES),
Texas Feed and Fertilizer
Control Service, respon-
sible for feed and ferti-
lizer regulation, is but
one of these TAES regu-
latory agencies. Another
15 the State Entomologist
whose main responsibility
1S “"to prevent, control or
eradicate contagious or
infectious  diseases  of
honey bees.” In addition,
the Experiment Station
provides numerous other
services that aid both
agricultural producers and
the general public.

These state agencies, as
a part of the Experiment
Station, are located at
the Main Station at
College Station. This
permits close and fre-
quent contact with scien-
tists doing research on
problems these agencies
are working to resolve.
This close working rela-
tionship shortens the in-
terval of a discovery and
its practical application.

Feed and Fertilizer
Control

During the past year,
more than 2,000 con-
sumer request samples
were collected and inves-
tigated by the Texas
Feed and Fertilizer Con-
trol Service.

Since mental retardation s
becoming a household phrase,
we are too embrassed to ask

questions
If you saw the Oscar
winning movie, “"Charlie'",

you know something about a
very appealing retarded adult
The prize-winning television
drama, “‘Teacher-Teacher',
gave us similiar insights into
the personality of a particular
adolescent, retarded indivi-
dual. It gave us the additional
bonus of watching a retarded
person perform the actual
role, and many of us were
amazed by his excellent per-
formance. Dr. Marcus Welby
and Baretta have presented
recent T.V. programs showing
various problems and solu-
tions relating to  retarded
citizens

Each exposure we have to
the retarded citizen, whether
in the theater, through litera-
ture, or in real life provides us

with another part to the
puzzle.
WHAT IS MENTAL
RETARDATION?
We must remember that

each person is a part of a very
complex whole. The parent of
a retarded youngster may tend
to make generalizations all too
often about mental retardation
based solely on the knowledge
of his own child, which do not
hold true for other retarded
persons.

With the previous
figures in mind consider that
95% of the retarded citizens of
Haskell- Knox Counties reside
in their own homes in the
community. The other 5% are
in State residential schools
Generally,  the  Intelligence
Quotients range from 50 1o 70
for the largest group of
retarded persons classified as
Ceducable’ . but again, this is
greatly affected by varied
learning experiences and op-
portunities available, These
individuals can learn to read.
learn to handle numbers and
arithmetic, and learn a great
many skills, in both perfor
mance and verbal areas. Most
of these individuals could be
happy. well-adjusted, produc
tive members of society if
given the opportunity. In a
later article on State Schools
for the Retarded, we will see
the economic soundness of

teaching these citizens to
become self-supporting.
An  important thing to

remember is that like all the
rest of us, the mentally
retarded persons vary greatly
from individual to individual.
They are gifted to varying
degrees; they are handi-
capped to varying degrees.
Some are extremely sensitive;
others may be less so. some
feel satisfied and successful;
many feel frustrated by failure
and lack of understanding.
Some are well-adjusted contri-
buting members of society and
this community; others are
socially unacceptable or bur-
dens on society.

The conditions are variable
for each retarded citizen and
arc largely dependent on
society and community atti-
tudes, its understanding of
mental retardation, its sense
of responsibility, and its
provision of services to the
retarded person. In this series
of articles we will accumulate
basic facts about mental
retardation. We will discover
that it is NOT an illness, nor is
it a disease, but an impair-
ment of the mind which
results in a learning disability.
This disability implies that the
mentally retarded child will
learn more slowly than the
normal child, and that each
child will need special help. It
does not dictate absolutely
what the child will or will not
be able to achieve. The child's
achievement will be depen-
dent on his environment, his
learning experiences, his
