DECLARATION OF GEN-
ERAL AND SPECIAL RIGHTS
OF THE MENTALLY RE-
TARDED Whereas the
universal declaration of hu-_
man rights, adopted by the
United Nations, proclaims that
all of the human family,
without distinction of any
kind, have ¢ ,ual and inalien-
able rights of human dignity
and freedom;

Whereas the declaration of
the rights of the child, adopted
by the United Nations, pro-
claims the rights of the
physically, mentally or socially
handicapped child to special
treatment, education and care
required by his particular
condition;

NOW THEREFORE

The International League
of Societies for the Mentally
Handicapped expresses the
general and special rights of
the mentally retarded as

Financial Aid for College.

tarded person has the same
basic rights as other citizens of
the same country and same
age. ARTICLE 11-The mentally
retarded person has a right to
proper medical care and
physical restoration and to
such cducation, training, ha-
bilitation and guidance as will
enable him to develop his
ability and potential to the
fullest possible extent, no
matter how severe his degree
of disability. No mentally
handicapped person should be
deprived of such services by
reason of the costs involved,
ARTICLE 1I-The mentally
retarded person has a right to
economic security and to a
decent standard of living. He
has a right to productive work
or to other meaningful oc-
cupation. ARTICLE [V-The
mentally retarded person has
a4 right to live with his own
familv or with fosterparents;

provided with appropriate

surroundings and under cir-
cumstances as close to normal
living as possible, ARTICLE
V-The mentally retarded per-
son has a right to a qualified
guardian when this is required
to protect his personal well
being and interest. No person
rendering direct services to
the mentally retarded should
also serve as his guardian
ARTICLE VI-The mentally
retarded person has a right to
protection from exploitation,
abuse and degrading treat-
ment. If accused, he has a
right to a fair trial with full
recognition being given to his
degree  of  responsibility,
ARTICLE VII-Some mentally
retarded persons may be
unable, due to the severity of
their handicap, to exercise for
themselves all of their rights
in a meaningful way. For
others, modification or denial
of rights must contain proper
legal safeguards against every
form of abuse, must be based
on an evaluation of the social
capability of the mentally
retarded person by qualified

In Texas, a switch from
conventional tillage to mini-
mum tillage saves an average
of about S gallons of tractor
fuel per acre per vear. With
some 456,000 acres being
farmed with minimum tillage
last year, Texas farmers saved
about 2.3 million gallons of
tractor fuel

I know of about 1700 acres
in Haskell County that were
farmed using minimum tillage
last year. This accounts for a
saving of approximately 8S00
gallons of tractor fuel. | am
sure that there were many
more acres farmed using this
method than | discovered.

Added this year to the
growing numbers of farmers
practicing some degree of
minimum tllage is Willard
Mullins and Bobby Tankers
ley. Mullins reported some
1500 acres farmed using
minimum tillage, while Tank
ersley stated that all his maize
and small grains were farmed

with minimum tillage. Mullins
farms in the north central
portion of Haskell County and
Tankersley farms mostly in
the O'Brien-Rochester area

Another energy saver is
better management of irrig-
atwon  water.  According 1o
Davis, SCS estimates that by
increasing the efficiency of
both delivery svstems and
on-farm irrigation, farmers
could save more than 230
million gallons of fuel each
yvear. | have no concrete
figures on energy saving in
the field of irrigation for
Haskell County

Your SCS technicians and
officials of the California
Creek and Wichita-Brazos Soil
and Water Conservation Dis
tricts urge yvou to look into
these two ways of saving fuel
and energy as a boost to our
local economy. SCS tech-
nicians are available to assist
you in planning both minimum
tillage and irrigation water
management as a means of
direct savings in the cost of
farm operations.

SCS Field Specialist-Agro-

nomy, Allen King of Amarillo
has conducted actual cost-
benefit studies in minimum
illage. He has found that the
farmers using minimum till-
age versus conventional till-
age methods in the corn and
maize production on the High
Plains of Texas have netted a
return of $25.00 per acre more
on minimum tillage operations
versus  conventional tillage
operations,

If the farmers of the High
Plains can make this much
more per acre, surely the
farmers of the California
Creek and Wichita-Brazos
SWCD's in Haskell County
can do as well or better,

Most,
however, warn that contin
uous deficits contribute to
more inflationary pressures
which could follow a sizable
economic upturn. Inflation,
the cruelest tax of all, must be
brought under control if we
are to have economic stability
The only way a tax cut can
benefit people is to guarantee
that savings will purchase
something. Otherwise, its's
giving with one hand and
taking it away with the other.

THE PRESIDENT
SHOULD, AS SOON AS
POSSIBLE, submit a budget
calling for the $395 billion he
has already suggested and
recommending where cuts of
$28 billion should be applied.
In the meantime, the Con-
gress should say it will affect
those reductions while, at the
same time, reducing taxes,

IT WOULD TAKE SOME-
THING LIKE A 7% ACROSS-
THE-BOARD reduction in all
expenditures to make up this
sum. This would be the first
thought on how these re.
ductions should be made but it
cannot be applied to some
things like interest on the
public debt. The Government
would be in the same position
as New York City should it
default on its obligations.
Therefore, this means that
selective reductions must be
made, althpugh in certain
categories a flat percentage on
every expenditure could be
applied.

Voters will have the opport-
unity to vote for or against
cach of the eight separate
articles of the proposed
Constitution.

In November 1972, the
voters of Texas approved a
constitutional amendment
calling for the Texas Legis-
lature to act as a constitutional
convention in 1974, The
constitutional convention
failed by three votes to obtain
the necessary 2/3rds majority
for submission.

The 64th session of the
Legislature voted in 1975 by a
2/3rds vote to submit the new
Constitution to the voters,

thus giving Texas voters their
first opportunity in 100 years
to vote on a new Constitution
for Texas.

Senator Farabee, who was
one of seven Senate members
recently appointed by Lieu-
tenant Governor Bill Hobby to
the interim Committee on the
Texas Constitution, stated,
