Be A Safe
Hunter

Considering the thousands
of men and women who arc
roaming the fields and woods
with high-powere- d rifles dur-
ing hunting seasonin Texas, it

is not too surprising that a few
hunters fail to return home
alive each year. Others return
with a serious gun shot wound
that requires extensive med-
ical treatment.

The primary cause of
hunting accidents is careless-
ness. The hunter who blazes
away at anything that moves
runs a big risk of bagging a
fellow hunter.The profession-
al hunterwill know what he or
she is firing at before pulling
the trigger. The hunter must
never forget that any weapon
capable of killing birds and
animals also can kill humans.

To avoid being mistaken for
wild game, the Texas Medical
Association urges every hunt-
er to wear "daylight fluore

scent orange" clothing. Ex-

tensive scientific research
proves (hat "hunter orange",
while sendsa glowing signal
to other hunters, docs not
hamper the sportsman stalk-

ing deer. A hunter's chances
of bagging a deerare just as
good in fluorescent or blaze
orange clothing as any other
color, since the skittish white-tai-l

deeris color blind and will
only be alarmed when
distinguishesmotion, sound,
or scent.

When getting your hunting
gear together, be sure to
include a "hunter orange"
jacket or vest. Even a cap in
that distinctive color provides
some protection.

Here arc some other sug-

gestions for a safe hunt:
Never crossover or through

a fence or climb a tree with a
loaded gun. It might fall and
discharge. Unload first and
reload after crossing. Don't
shoot at a hard, flat surface.
Ricochctting bullets can carry
long distances with killing
power.

Even a small bore rifle has
considerable range. Know
where your bullet will stop
before pulling the trigger.

Keep guns away from
children. Never leave a
weapon unattended without
unloading it. Store guns and
ammunition beyond reach of
youngsters,preferably under

"People today, throughout the' world, suffer from stress from
their environment or from goals theyset for themselves. Such
stressesmay cause physical and mental breakdowns in some
people."quoted Werner L. Nelson in his article in the March,
1975 issue of Better Crops With Plant Food.

Cropsalso suffer strcss-fro- high yieldgoalstheir growersset
or from the environment they must confront. A single factor or
combination of factors can prevent a crop from reaching its full
yield potential.

Authorities of TexasA&M University say that adequatelevels
of fertilizer improvewater useefficiency bv asmuchas tenfold in
extreme cases. Adequate fertilizer also improves the ability of
the plant to transform the energy of sunlight into photosynthetic
compoundsby an equally impressivefactor. This is what modern
agriculture is all about.

In a high-yiel- d environment, the same variety of any given
crop receiving good practices may vary greatly in yield at
different locations in the sameyear. Or it may vary at the same
location from year to year.

In a low-yiel- d environment, stress is more easily pin-point-

suchas, inadequateimputs, weakeconomy,little incentive, bad
weather, and poor techniques.

Yet, in both high-yiel- d and low-yiel- d environments, the goal is

always the samc-t-o reach .he next rung on the yield ladder as
conditions permit.

What arebestconditions for crop growth? We often talk about
optimum conditions for crop development. These conditions are
always basedon what we know at the time 1960, 1965, 1975.

What about 1985? Optimum today may look primitive by then.
I would like to go deeper, but let it be enough now to say-w- c

need to take a close look-- a real close look-a- t what our soils need
now to maintain presentyields and plan and work toward future
yields.

The current GI Bill entered
Its 10th year June 1. Part-
icipation rateshave exceeded
those under either of its two
predecessors. Some 4.5 mil-

lion of the 7.6 million eligible
Vietnam-er-a veterans have
usedGI Bill benefits, about 60
percent.

The participation rate was
43.4 percent under 13 years of
the Korean Conflict bill and
50.5 percent under 12 years of

the original World War II

bill.
The FY 1975 total included

266,890 men and women still
on active military duty. Of the
remaining 2 4 million vet-

erans, almost two million saw
service during the Vietnam
era. Two out of three persons
trained In FY 1975 were at the
college level.

Preliminary reports receiv-

ed by VA of fall enrollment
acrossthe nation indicate the
FY 1975 record will be
short-live- "Our best fore-

cast at this time is for
3,077,000 trainees in fiscal
year 1976," Coker said.

The FY 1975 figures in-

cluded 890,000persons enter-
ing training for the first time.
This is almost 100,000 more
than entered training in FY
1974. Of the new trainees,67
percent entered at college
level, exclusive of corres-
pondencecourses.

VA officials attribute, the
current surge in participation
to increased educational
assistanceallowancesenacted
under the Vietnam Era Re-

adjustment Act of 1974.
Single veterans attending

school full time receive $270
monthly. A veteran with one
dependent draws S321 mon-
thly, $366 with two depend-
ents and an additional S22

monthly for each dependent
over two.

A special outreach effort
has beenstartedby the VA to
urge 94,000 eligible women
veterans who have not yed
their GI Bill benefits to do so.
Deadline for completion of
training is May 31, 1976, or 10

years from the veteran'sdate
of discharge, whichever is
later. Only 46 percent of the
174,000 eligible women
veterans have trained under
the current GI Bill.

Among those80.000women
who have used the current
bill, somemaybe eligible for a
special retroactive payment.
Women veterans who were
married and who attended
school under the GI Bill
between June 1, 1966, and
October 24, 1972, may be
eligible for about S30 for each
month they were In training
while married.

The special payment equal-
izes benefits with those
received by married male
veterans who trained under
the GI Bill during this period.
Women veterans may file
claims for the money at any
VA Regional Office before
July 1, 1976.

interest.Surveys and polls on
everything from what the cat
likes best to how well the
President is doing seem to be
a constant process.

ACCORDING TO GEORGE
GALLUP OF THE GALLUP
POLL, THE POLLSTERS arc
beginning to run into trouble
and he says that there is a
threat to the long-ter- via-

bility of the profession.
THERE IS NO DOUBT

THAT THE CONSTANT AND
SAMPLING

of public opinion on mattersof
high national policy has, at
times, distorted the political
processes. It has been sug-
gestedthat people are being
"turned off" to some of the
opinion-taker- s who are sur-
veyed because they believe
their advice and opinions
count for nothing.

THIS DOES NOT RELATE
TO HOW WELL THE CAT
LIKES A CERTAIN food or
what the manor womanon the
street may think about floor
waxes. The usefulness of
opinions in marketing, if
objectively made, is not
disputed. When It gets Into
the political realm, however,
samplings arc another thing.
Policy-maker- s and those who
must make weighty decisions
are not to make them on the
basis of what the pollsters say
they find out. Decisionsof this
nature must be done by a
process of persuasion and
education that public opinion
supports. There is no such
thing as instant democracy
which could, if carried to
extremes, pervert rcsponsi-bility- .

It could, In the extreme,
represent an abdication of

Education Service Center
completed a 20 Tiour training
course in Richardson to
become a certified instructor
and will conduct bus driver
