- eltics lnst 'car-- "Nearly
half or 118.871 of them." he said
were building fires, nearly 3-- 4

of them, or 203,776, being residen-
ces."

The major cause of these fires
ho added, were careless use of
matches and smoking and misuse
of electricity. Such carelessness
he declared, accounts for close to
40 per cent of the nation's re
ported fire losses.

quota, although the national call
for the two months is identical
Brig. Gen. Paul L. Wakefield of
Austin. State Selective Sen-ic-e

director, pointed out this week.
State Selective Service head-

quarters received a November
quota of 2,336 men. The October
quota for the state, previously
announced, is 2,733. The national
call for both months is 47,000.

The Texas shareof the Novem--
Der national quota is 4.S7 per
cent while the state share of the
October quota for the nation is
5.81 per cent.

"Such factors as enlistments
credited to the stateand the num-
ber of men In various age and
classification groups have an ef-
fect on the way we share in the
national quota," General Wake-
field said.

A comparison with November
1951 shows how draft calls have
risen this fall. The state call for
induction in November 1951 was
only 665 men. In November 1950
shortly after the beginning of the
Korean conflict, the state quota
was 3,400.

General Wakefield said state
draft headquarters expected tc
issue local board quotas for No- -,

vember about October 6. Only
men 20 years old and up will be
inducted, with the exception of
volunteers and delinquents, whe
can be younger.

"Right now it looks as if we
will be able to fill a fourth of
our November call with men 21
years old and older," General
Wakefield commented.
