The Huskell Fire Department
has announced a plan to alert
residents of Haskell in the event
of approach of a tornado, partic=
ularly at night,

When a storm appears immi-
nent, one of the fire sirens at the
City Hall will be turned on and
sounded continuously for at least
five minutes without break or in-
terruption, Chief Ray Lusk has
announced.

The continuous blast will dis-
tinguish the storm-warning from
the usual fire alarm, when the
electrically operated sirens ‘re-
lay’ from a low to a high pitch
several times a minute, Chiof
Lusk explained.

Cooperation of the Sheriff's
Department has been enlisted in
the plan, in relaying tornado
warnings that may be received
aver the short wave radio system
in the sheriff's office. This will
provide a radio link with smilar
installations in neighboring towns
and wth the State Department of
Public Safety.

\'Lightning Major

Cause of Fires
In Rural Areas

Lightning kills 400 people and
injuries 1,000 others every year
in the United States. And .rt'j-l()l'l.‘%
the National Safety Council, 90
per cent of these fatalities oceur
in rural areas. In addition, light-
ning 18 o major cause of farm
fires—about 20 million dollars
worth of farm property is des-
troyed annually,

According to W, S, Allen, agri-
cultural engineer for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
here's about what happens in an
electrical storm. As  summer
storm clouds gather on hot humid
afternoons, electrical energy
builds up in them. When the el-
ectrical potential becomes strong
enough to break through the in-
sulating layer of air, a giant spark
—lightning—is produced.

Allen says lightning flashes may
occur within a cloud, between
clouds or between a cloud and
the earth or projecting objects,

Heated air along the zigzagging
path of lightning expands rapidly
and the resulting rolling sound

wiaves make thunder. Allen ex-
plains that sound travels 1100
feet per second in the air, soif

there is a 10 second wait between
the time you see the flash and
hear the thunder, it means the
lightning is about two miles away,
And for what it's worth, he say$
if you are struck by lightning
you'll neither heap the thunder
or see the flagh,

With millions of wvolts and
thousands of amperes spent in a
fraction of a second, lightning has
tremendous power and will des-
troy or damuge any object which
tends to resist or obstruct its
passage, In areas where thunder-
storms are frequent and intense,
Allen sayvs all important farm
buildings should be protected
against lightning.

If you have a choice og shellers
during an electrical storm, choose
them in the following order, Al-
len savs, Get in a building that is
protected from lightning or one
constructed of metal or framed
with metal; an automabile with a
metal top ang body or in unpro=-
tected buildings,

In every case, it Is best to stlay
away from open doors or win-
dows, fireplaces, stoves, piping
or other metal objects. Do not go
outside nor remain out during
thunderstorms unless necessary,
says Allen. Iy caught in a thun-
derstorm, stay away from small
sheds and shelters in exposed lo-
cations, isolated trees, wire fences
and hill tops and large open
spaces where protection is not
provided by taller objects.

On the other hand, seek shelter
in a cave, a depression in the
ground, a deep valley or canyon,
the foot of a steep or overhanging
cliff or in a dense grove of trees.

If the worst should happen and
a person becoes unconscious
from a stroke of lightning, call ¢
doctor and apply the same emer-
gency treatment recommended
for electrical shock. The imme-
diate application of artificial res-
praton is very important, points
out the specialist for in addition
to causing burns, the passing of
electric current through the body
often paralyvzes the nerves and
muscles thus affecting the heart
ang breathng mechansm.
Thunderstorms will become
more frequent with the arrival of
summer weathey and Allen says
don’t take unnecessary risks when
they are in progress. If important
buildinge on vour farm are not
protected against lightning, it
might be a mighty good business
investment to give them the need-
ed protection.
