Ear Ticks Found
In Cattle Herds
Of Haskell Area

Another worry has developed
for Haskell County farmers and
stockmen.

Spinose ear ticks are being
feund on cattle in the Haskell area
County Agent F. W. Martin said
Monday. And one farmer has al-
ready lost a cow, probably as a
result of the tick, the agent be-
lieves,

The Spinose tick feeds into the
ear of the animal, and presence
of the parasite may be undetected
unless y thorough examination iy
given the suspected animal, the
County Agent explained, The tick
sucks blood and weakens the
cows, and in some _cases causes
an infection in the ear. On obser-
vation o
found where the cow or calf low-
ers one ear or tries to scratch the
var with their back feet, Martin
sald,

The ticks can be controlled by
mixing 1-4 pound of B. H, C. in
six gallons of water, using this
mixture to wash out the animal's

ear thoroughly, the agent ad-
vised.
The ticks breed around salt

boxes and these boxes shoulq be
moved three or four times g year,
Ground around the salt box
should be disinfected.

The work simplification pro-
gram worked out by Mrs., Irs
(Buck) Townsend of the New Mid
Demonstration Club to save
steps and energy in her house-
hold tasks is the subject of a re-
cent story In The Farmer-Stock-
man, widely known farm publi-
cation.

The following story by Katha-
rine Randall, women's editor of
the magazine, and the accom-
panying illustration, appeared in
the September issue of The Far-
mer-Stockman:

Theme song in Mrs, Ira (Buck)
Townsend’'s kitchen might aptly
apply to the Gilbert and Sullivan
song "I want what I want when
I want it." At any rate these
words sum up the principles of
her kitchen cabinet efficiency.

“I even moveq the fly swatter
to a central location," pointed out
Mrs. Townsend, as she explained
her kitchen work simplification.

“It's surprising how many littk
things we do that add up
many unnecessary steps and mo-
tions. 1 didn’t realize it until |
started checking up after my
home demonstration club 'made
a study of better methods of
homemaking."

Mrs, Townseng represented he
club at the Haskell County Dem-
onstration Ass'n, leader training
school. These women met for 2
days in the club members’ homes
to study their problems of hi-
man conservation,

They discovered that the work
simplification lessons applied to
every one. Even those who lived

in the most modern homes fmmri.

there were step-saving things to
do.

“It f{sn't just what we have, but
where we hm-e it" pointed out Mrs
Townsend. “Items should be stor-
ed at point of their first use. Each
club member selected a work
program in her home, studied her
working methods and 5 way to
better them."

Some women made a study of
their steps and motions when
feeding chickens; others studied
washing and ironing problems
making beds, setting the table
baking a cake.

Mrs. Townsenq made a study of
her kitchen cabinet efficiency, and
work areas. She figured out how
she could make improvements and
have the right items in the right
place at the right time.

She now proudly tells how with
proper use of kitchen storage
space she is saving countless steps
and valuable time.

Mrs. Townsend already had her
kitchen work centers arranged so
that work flows in the most di-
rect route possible from food
prepuration to cocking and ser-
ving to cleaning up.

These work areas center around
the refrigerator, range angd sink—
and the cabinet space available
