rious flood conditions were in tthe
making for the lower Sabine ba-
sin.

River at Evadale averaged 7.520
efs for the month which is slight-
ly over } average flow for April
However, the peak had not passe-
ed this stotion at month-end and
prospects were that May flow
would exceed the long time avers
age for the month,

There was 5 small rise in Guad.
olupe River at and above New
Braunfels where the US Geologli-
cal Survey gauge showed an av-
erage flow about 1-3 normal
However, below the mouth of
San Marcos River near Gonzales,
the river was at flood stage
or above. This was caused by
heavy rain over the San Marcos
River area especially in the part
drained by Plum Creek. This
creek, Luling, was higher
thns at any time since 1036,

By contrast, West Texas re-
mained in a drouth condition.
There was no flood runoff in the
Pecos River basin and very little
in the upper Coloradg River, Suf-
ficient rainfall occuired In the
North Concho River basin to start
a seep flow at the gauging station
near Carlsbad, the first flow since
July 1852, Canadian River near
Amarill, flowed at only 3 per
cent of the average April flow,
and Red River and upper Brazos
River were far below normal.

Reservoir Storage

There wis no significant change
in the amount of stored water in
the major reservoirs in Texas ex-
cept for the change in Lake Dal-
las. Combined storage of the nine
reservoirs at month-end showed
2,439,000 acre-feet compared to
2,420,000 at the start of the month,
This is an overall change of less
than 1 per cent increase.

SCS Recommends
Planting Summer
Grazing Crops

Many of the livestock units in

the Haskell area depend upon a
large amount of grazing on culti-
vated lands, according to super

visers In the California Creek and
Wichita-Brazos soil conservation
districts

Fhis practice permits pastures
to rest during summer months
and enables native grasses to
spread by reseeding and by vege-
tative means. The time for plant-
ing summer grazing crops is now
at hand, SCS specialists point
out.

One of the better crops to plant
for supplemental grazing in this
area is Madrid sweetclover. This
i$ a biennial, that is, it has a 2-
year growing period when spring
planted. Madrid is a many=-branch-
ea, fine stemmed, lealy legume
with a large tap root ang with-
stands dry weather well.

Madrid clover should be planted
in the spring or early summer in
regular width rows on a flat,
firm seedbed at the rate of 3
pounds per acre, The seed should
be inoculated prior tp planting
and should be covered not more
than 1-2 inch deep. First year
Madrid grazing may be expected
from June to frost. Second year
Madrid grazing will usually run
from mid-February to time of
seeding in mid-July. About three
acres should be planted for each
animal unit to be grazed.

Local soil conservation districts
have planters available at a small
rental fee that have special at-
tachments for planting of clovers
or other soil improving and graz-
ing crops. Also, information and
assistance is available from local
agricultural agencies n the plant-
ing of adapteq supplemental pas-
ture crops.
