Feeding tests were conducted
during the winter of 1952-53 at
the Spur station to compare the
value of solvent processed cotton-
seed meal with hydraulic cotton-
sty meal in fattening rationg for
yearling steers. This report com-
pletes a 3-year series of these
feeding trials, In addition, it con-
tains the results of o 2-year feed-
ing trial with soybean meal and
hydraulic cotton seed meal, and
& comparison between three via-
rieties of sorghum erain.

The yearling Hereford steers ye-
ed in these feeding trials were
purchased as short-age calves
weighing 320 pounds from the
Swenson Land and Cattle Co,, of
Stamford. Following studies on
winter maintenance and summer
grazing, the 59 steers used to com-
pare solvent and hydraulic cotton-
seed meal were placed in the
feedlot at an average welght of
763 pounds. The 39 head used to
compare soybean meal with hy-
draulic cottonseed meal averaged
732 pounds and the 30 head used
to test the different sorghum
grains weighed 727 pounds at the

Feeding Tests At Experiment Station

start of the feeding trials. During
@ preliminary perioq of 10 to 14
days, the steers were fed an av-
verage daily ration of 2 pounds
of cottonseed meal, 2 pounds of
alfalfa hay and 50 to 60 pounds
ol sorghum silage,

These feeding tests were con-
ducted with high roughage fat-
tening rations, This method of
feeding was developed at the Spuy
station over a 20-year periog to
Il"lhk(‘ use of maximum amounts
of roughage and relatively small
amounts f'lf Erailn.,

The procedure is to feed from
2.5 to 4 pounds of cottonseed meal
and 2 to 8 pounds of alfalfa hoy
with a full feed of sorghum si-
lage. Ground sorghum grain is ad-
ded to the ration only as neces-
sary to produce carcasses of
choice grade in 140 to 170 days of
feeding. The average amount of
grain fed per steer seldom ex-
ceeds B00 pounds, Since near
equal amounts of cottonseed meal
and grain are used, the total en-
ergy of the cottonseed meal is
important.

Livestock producers in t h e
Rolling Plains of Northwest Tex-
as have made wide use of hydrau-
lic-extracted cottonseed meal and
cake for years, Since 1950, many
cottonoil mills have produced sol-
vent=extracted cottonseed meal,
which is low in fat, and it has
largely replaced hydraulic cotton-
seed meal of higher fat content.
As a result of this change, live-
stock producers and cottonoil mill
operators asked for information
on the comparative feeding value
of the two kinds op cottonseed
meal.

The solvent-extracted cotton-
seed meal fed in these three tests
averaged 1.68 per cent fat and the
hydraulic meal averaged 4.56 per
cent fat, Other differences in the
chemical composition of the two
meals were small,

Ovey the 3-year period, steers
fed hydraulic cottonseed meal
made an average daily gain of
2.35 pounds, as compared with 2.~
30 pounds for the steers fed s0l=
vent cottonseed meal. Those fed
hydraulic meal also had small
advantages in* feeq required per
100 pounds gained, shrink en
route to market and dressed yield,
while those fed solvent meal had
a slight advantage in carcass
grade. Although thesg differences
were small, they were consist-
ently ipn fuvor of hydraulic cot=-
tonseed meal.

With “wet" rations containing
large amounts of sorghum silage,
the steers fed solvent cottonseed

meal maintaineq ¢ood appetites
and consumed 1.3 pounds more

silage per head daily than those
fed hydraulic meal. Because of
the powdery composition of sol-
vent meal, it appears to be bette:
adapted for use with silage ra-
lions than with rations made up
entirely of dry feeds.

At times, soybean meal Is sold
in the area at prices that make it
favorable for use as a protein
:‘\!.I[)[Jll."r'll!.‘l'll in fattening rations,
The chemical composition of soy-
bean meal is similap to that of

cottonseed meal.

In a 2=year comparison with
hydraulic cottonseed meal, stoors
fed soybean meal made an aver-
age daily gain of 280 pounds,
while
gained 2.23 pounds per head daily,
Othey differences were small but
generally favored the steers on the
soybean meal ration. However,
the price of soybean meal was too
high during the 2-year period to
compete with cottonseed meal.
When the price of soybean meal
is the same or less than hydraulic
cottonseed meal of near equal
protein content, it can be fed in
place of cottonseed meal.

New combine type grai, sor-
ghum varieties have been com-
pared with commonly grown vas
rities for the past 2 years, In the
1951-52 test, Redbine 60 was com-
pared with Early Hegari and Mur-

tin. Results were given in Pro-
gress Report 1496, Due to  the
drouth, Redbine 60 and Early

Hegari were not available for the
1852-53 test; therefore, Westland
and Kaffir 60 from the High
Plains were compared with Mar-
tin sorghum. In the 1051-52 test,
the red grains, Redbine 60 and
Martin, produced higher gains
than the white grained Early He-
gari.

The 1952-53 feeding period
lasted 163 days, and the steers
were fed more grain than usual
in order to reach choice to prime
conditions and sell at the high-
est price possible on the market.
An average of 1,080 pounds of
‘grain was fed per steer, or 6.63
pounds per heag daily.

Steers fed Martin  sorghum
grain made a daily gain of 2,04
pounds. The steers fed Westland
made the lowest daily gain of
1.99 pounds. All three groups sold
for 8§23 per 100 pounds and show-
ed an average loss of $87.50 per
head due to the high feeq prices
and a 21 per cent drop in cattle
prices while steers were on the
feed.

These tests indicate that there
is very little difference in the
feedineg value of these varieties
of sorghum grain, Therefore, the
variety which produceg a high
vield should be grown. Other
factors, such as use of thg crop
for fodder, grazing and residue
left on the land to prevent blow-
ing and increased moisture stor-
age also should be considered.

For 1, 264 Men

In December

A December state draft quota
of 1,264 men has been received
at State Selective Service head-
quarters, Brig. General Paul L
Wakefield, state draft director,
said.

The quota is the Texas share of
a national call for 23,000 men.
The November quota, ahnounced
in late September, was 1.210. The
October quota for Texas, now
being filled, is 1,208,

Gen. Wakefield said wba% un-
der present plans, local board
quotas to fill the December call
will be placed in the mail “some-
time next week."

State draft boards will also re-
ceive a call for physical exami-
nations, to be sent out also next
weeek, for delivery in December.
The state call gor December ex-
aminations will total only 988
men.

Instructions were received from
national Selective Service head-
quarters that all deliveries of
men in December would be made
through December 18 on account
of Christmas holidays.

Instructions also were received
that, where possible, only men 20
years old or older would be in-
ducted in December. If necessary,
any board may ecall men under
20 to reach its auotla.

The muimber of men under 20
being inducted in Texas eontinues
to be less, Gen. Wakefield said
Sixteen men out of every 100 in-
ducted in Septembey were under
20. Ths figure was 19 out of
every 100 in August.

This compares with 32 out of
every 100 the past June. Gen
Wakefield attributes this mostly
to a reduction in monthly quotas,
which was forecast »ven before
the truce iy, Korea, He savs hi
expects draft quotas to go up by
June of next vear.
