The highway department has
bids on two Farm-
Market road projects in Haskell
County on which contracts are

Mild Epidemic of
Measles Reported
In State

Mensles in Texas is reaching
a mild epidemic stage at present,
with outbreaks following closely
the main lines of travel across
the state, aecording to Information
made public today by Dr. Geo,
W. Cox, State Heallth Officer.
The number of cases reported to
the State Health Deparment last
week are much above the av-
erage.

“The peculinr pattern of this
spread of measles re-emphasises
the fact that it is a contagious di-
sease, passed on from one person
to another,” Dr, Cox said. “Guar
against exposure by avoiding con-
tact with measles patients.”

Dr. Cox said that measles alone
I3 not necessarily 4 dangerous di-
sease, but dangerous complica-
tions, such as streptococeal in-
fections, mastoiditis, and pneus-
monia which may mollow, malke it
a disease to be carefully nursed,
with  close attention from
doctor.

“Unskilled treatment of a plain
case of measles can result ip dan-
Eerous complications,” Dr. Cox
warned, “and it is not to be re-
garded lightly ag simply another
childhoog disease.”

Dr. Cox urged parents to care-
fully watch childre,, exposed, aned
at the first sign of temperature,
flusheq face, sniffles, or watering
eyes, advised that the child be
put to bed immediately and plac-
ed under 5 doctor's care,
