District Court JudgmentDeclares
JaytonCountySeat

Judgmentdeclaring the results
of the county seat election held
in Kent County on March 29. 1952.
in favor of removing the county
seat from Clairemont to Jayton
was ordered Wednesdayby Judge
Ben Charlie Chapmanin 39th Dis-
trict Court.

In the court decree favoring
Jayton, Judge Chapman ruled that
31 votes cast in the election for
the county seat remaining at
Clairemont were illegal, and that
32 votes for removal of the county
seat to Jayton were illegal; that
the true result of said election,
isj"For removal of the county
seat to Jayton, 578 votes; for the
county seat remaining at Claire-
mont 277 votes."

This ruling gives Jayton 8 votes
more than the required two-thir- ds

majority.
In the original canvass of the

election results, made by the
Commissioners' Court of Kent
County, the vote for removal to
Jaytonwas 610, and for the coun-
ty seat remaining at Clairemont
308 votes. A two-thir- ds majority
was required, and on the basis of
this tabulation, the courthouse
was retainedat Clairemont.

Hitting in the farm community
of O'Brien, the twister demolish-
ed the home of Mr. and Mrs Fred
Quails and fatally injured the
elderly couple, and shatteredthe
other homes in the community
those of Audrey and Ike Pierson,
Jack Gauntt, Henry Clark, Mrs.
M. M. Griffin and Dick Johnson.

Ripping north and slightly east
into Knox City, the storm struck
tho Knox County Hospital and
badly damaged the structure,and
cut a swath through one of the
main residenceareasof the town,
killing W. W. Hyde, a retired mail
carrier, and Mrs. Escobar and her
mother, Mrs. Martina Avalos, and
fatally injuring J. T. Darr.

Surveys of the storm-h- it area
in Knox City indicated that be-
tween 30 and 35 homes were to-
tally demolished, and an untold
number wrecked and damaged.

The storm wrecked electric and
telephone lines, and first word of
the disaster wai, rdr'Ted out Vi
Rochester. Ambulances, physi-
cians and emergency workers
were summoned from all neigh-
boring towns. Task of finding and
removing dead and injured was
hampered by a deluge of rain
which accompanied the storm,
and followed at intervals.

Although the Knox County hos-
pital was badlv wrecked, none of
the 27 patients nor the hospital
personnel were injured. All pa-

tients were moved to neighbor-
ing hospitals.

Holden FuneralHome sent two
ambulancesfrom Haskell to bring
victims of the storm to the hos
pital here, while local officers
and firemen went to the scene as
emergency workers.
