Survey Shows That

Four an hour, that is the num-
ber of farm buldings burning
somewhere in the nation. Exper-
ience shows that only about 50
per cent of the loss is covered by
insurance and the remainder is a
complete loss to farmers.

With  replacement costs for
buildings, machinery and equip-
ment high and in some cases in
short supply, agricultural pro-
ducers, says F. W. Martin, County
Agent, cannot afford t, let fire
hazards go unnoticed on their
properties, Martin point out that
90 per cent of all farm fires can
be traced to one or more of the
following hazards: improper stor-
age and use of gasoline and ker-
osene, unsafe wiring, overloaded
electrical circuits, failure t, re-
place worn cords and defective
electrical appliances, defective
stoves and furnaces, careless
smoking habits; spontaneous ig-
nition of hay or other stored ma-
terials, sparks from chimneys or
bonfires falling on flammable
roofs, defective chimneys and fail.
ure to protect building with light-
ning rods.

Periodic checks of all
buildings should be made, says
Martin, to make sure that the
stage isn't being set for 5 des-
tructive fire. Finding the hazards,
however, is not enough, they must
be removed.

Prevention should be the num-
ber one item in any program aim-
ed at reducing the number of
fires but despite all human effort
fires may strike and provisions
should be made for these emer-
gencies, says the county agent
Fire-fighting equipment shoulg be
available and in good working
order. Such equipment as hand
extinguishers, wlater containers,
ladders, hose, swatters, rakes and
the power sprayer if it is port-
able, all should be kept in readi-
ness. Make sure, says Martin, the
water pumping equipment isn’t
put out of commission by a fire
in the wiring of a farm building,
and have plans for utilizing the
water supply stored in tanks or
ponds when located near build-
ings.

He points out that good fire pre-
vention program will supplement
a farm accident prevention pro-
gram because many of the same
hazards that cause fires also cause
accidents.

More fire fighting equipment is
needed in the rural areas ang or-
ganizations already in existence
are urged by Martin toconsider
undertaking projects that wil
eventually result in the securing
of the needed equipment and
trained leaders to operate it. He
says it can be done because such
equipment is already in operation
in some areas.

Fewer destructive fires and ac-
cidents on the farms and ranches
of the state, says Martin, will
leave more dollars that can be
used for further improving rural
living and agriculture.
