As worked out by a committee
representing the governor and the
Texas State Teachers Association,
the plan would make two major
changes in school financing:

1. It would make thestate and
the local school district share
costs on an 80-2-0 percentage ba-
sis, respectively. The districts now
pay a fixed amount of $45 million
a year.

2. It would make the state pay
about 20 per cent of school build-
ing costs. The state now pays
nothing for this.

School officials are to report
opinion of the plan in their areas
to State Education Commissioner
J. W. Edgar prior to Dec. 20.

If approved, there will just be
another money problem. In addi-
tion to teacher pay, where will
the money come from to pay the
state'sextra share of the school
program?
