grams throughout the state dur-

ing 1851,

At a recent meeting of the
Texas Farm and Ranch Safety
Committee Mrs. R. M. Alman-
rode of Munday, president of the
Texas Home Demonstration As-
soclation and chairman of the
Women's Activities Commiltee
stated in her report that 43,000
home demonstration club women
last year worked on developing
the safety habit in Texas farm
and ranch homes. The women
think that every member of the
family ean help make homes
safer. Last vear there were over
27.000 accidental deaths in the
homes of the nation, and she cit-
¢d this as the reason for concert-
ed efforts on this phase of home
making by home demonstration
club women in 1852,

Mrs. Almanrode further stated
that 39,680 club members at-
tended safety meetings during
the year. As a result 27491 re-
moved accident hazards from
their homes by repairing stair-
ways; grounding washing ma-
chines; mending leaky pipes tc
insure full water pressure in case
of fire; putting asbestos shing-
les on the house; providing rub-
ber mats for bath tubs; anchoring
small rugs and repairing and re-
placing worn electrical equip-
ment,

Statistics show that more ac-
cidents occur in the home than
any other place on the farm and
that the most dangerous room in
the house is the kitchen. The
committee report showed that
32,984 rural kitchens were made
safer for family living during
the past year.

Hazards removed included
wiping up spilleq grease at once,
| keeping every thing in order;
keeping hot liauids and matches
out of reach of children; observ-
ing habits op cleanliness; lifting
covers of steaming food away
from the body: using pans that
do not tio easily: checking gas
and electric connections on, stov-
es: replacing worn out equipment:
using pot holders that are thick
and dry and eleetiric equipment
in dry areas.
