Service pumps
more thay a million barrels of
cerude oil from wells to refineries
daily. It is done at a cost of about
a penny per gallon per thousand
miles which explains in part why
petroleum products can readily be
purchased by every farmer., For
example, petroleum producte en-
abled the nation’s farmers to seed
and harvest 78,000,000 acres of
wheat at a profit during 1053,
Three or four decades ago,

000,000 mechanical horsepower—
more than is used by all other
U. 8, industries combined. Plen-
tiful supplies of oll, plus tech-
nological progress and economical
transportation by pipe line, made
this near-miracle possible.

With a hand sickle of 1800 a
good man could cut halfl ap acre
of wheat a day. Thirty years later
the cradle, in good hands, could
cul two acres a day, By 1840, two
types of mechanical reapers
were cutting five or six acres a
day.

Oil changed all that. Kerosenc
provided inexpensive light in city
homes and farms alike. Kerosene
and gasoline saved farm wives
the discomforts of cooking in
over heated kitchens on wood or
coul ranges. Ol also greased bin-
ders, threshers, combines, wagons
and cultivators,

The girst tractors to enter the
commercial usage burned coal
and were steam propelled. They
appeared in 1876, Although the
Cast Company piloneered its first
gasoline tractor in 1892, t h ¢
tractor Industry was not born un-
til 1906 when 11 companies began
manufacturing simultaneously.
Twao years later there began a se-
ries of plowing demonstrations at
Winnipeg, Canada. They proved
the superiority of petroleum-
burning over coal-burning tract-
ors.

The years during and immedi
ately after World War 1 mark
the beginning of real power farm-
1 ing. Shipment of draft animals to
the Western Front and labor
shortage at home created a tre-
mendous demand foy farm imple-
ments. American industry tackled
the problem with typical resource=-
fulness, and by 1918, tractors were
designed and engineered by mod-
ern maoss production practices,

The all-purpose or tricycle-
type tractor came in 1924, closely
followed by rubber tires that
speeded most field operations from
25 to 50 per cent. Track-type
or crawler tractors, introduced
diesel fuels and engines. High
compression gasoline engines,
enabling farmers to realize the
full capabilities of improveg anti-
knock gasolines, showed up in
1935. Factory-built tractors burn-
