Pending the adoption of the test
of the meeting, J. H. Caudle was, on
motion given ten minutes in which

to make an address.
On motion made by H. G ll,

the chair was instructed to
appoint a committeeof four compos-

ed of two Hogg and two Clark men
who might themselvesselect a fifth

man if needed,to determinewho were

entitled to participate in this con-

vention. J. S. Rike, George Mason,
II. G. McConnell and Ed. J. Ham-- j
ner were appointed on this commit-

tee.
While the convention was await-

ing action of the committee, J. C.

Baldwin made an impromptu speech
on Cleveland and Democracy.

After the committeemade its re-

port, J. S. Rike was unanimously
elected temporary chairman. The
electionof a temporary secretarybe-

ing declared in order, S. H. Johnson
and S. W. Scott were placed in nom-

ination and on taking a vote by roll
call, S. W. Scott was declared elect-

ed, the vote standing 75 to 157.
nn motion, the chair appointed a

committeeof five on permanent or-

ganizationand order of business, as

follows: F. P. Morgan, I). W. Fields
M. L. Hagard, C. W. Lucas and J.
J. Crabtree.

On motion, a committeeof five was

appointed on platform and resolu
tions, composed of W. W. Fields,
A. P. Daugherty, Abel Jones,J. M.

Perry, J. S, Riddle.
A motion was carried that a com-

mittee of four be appointed to take
up a collectionto pay for theuseof the
Opera House in which to hold con-

vention. J. C. Baldwin, J. L. Jones,W.

15. Anthony and Oscar Martin being
appointedon this committeetook up
a collection amounting to $7.00.

A motion was carried that on de-

mand often membersof the conven-

tion, the roll should be called to as-

certain the senseof the house on

any motion or resolution, pending
before it.

The committee on permanent or-

ganization and order of business
beingready to report, submitted the
following which was adopted:
