Sanitation In Event

(Editor's Note: This is the first in
a series of articles prepared by
Federal Civil Defense Administra-
tioy dealing with the health and

welfare of the people in the event
of a disaster. Other articles in the
series will follow.)

A rainy-day project which
woulgd safeguard the health of mil-
lions of American families in a
disaster has been outlined for the
nation's homemakers by the Fed-
eral Civil Defense Administration.
The project: A simple home-
preparedness program against dis-
ruption of family food, water and
sanitation facilities in case of an
enemy attack or in natural dis-
asters such as floods, hurricanes
and tornadoes.

FCDA, in cooperation with the
Public Health Service, hag com-
piled a checklist of what home-
makers can do about emergency
food, water and sanitation. The
agency stressed the importance of
making these simple preparations
before disaster strikes:

1, Store right now the extra
drinking water that your family
might need. Don't wait for an
emergency drinking water for
curs drink only water or other
liquids that you know are safe.
2. Know how to turn off the
water service valve if necessary,
and learn where to get water for
emergency drinkinng, cooking
and washing if your outside sup-
ply fails.
3. Be prepared to purify water
for drinking purposes in your own
home, if necessary.
4. Keep a three-day supply on
hand, and replace the things yvou
uge to keep your stock fresh or
in gooq condition. In emergency,
eat only safe foods prepared only
under safe conditions.
5. Know what you can eat or
drink safely. Avoid using foods or
liquids that might be contami-
nated.
6. Keep emergency garbage In
tightly-covered containers until
collection and disposal services
can be restored by health author-
ities, If the emergency lasts for
several days, bury your garbage.

7. Provide for the disposal of
human wastes in covered contain-
ers in the event flush toilets are
not working. If the sewerage sys-
tem is out for more thap a few
days, 4ig an outdoor latrine.
Never expose human wastes to
disease-carrying insects or ani-
mals. That's how epidemis start.

8. Learn how to make soil
bags for emergency use if your
sanitary arrangements fail.

Cannabilism Poses
Problem For The
Poultry Raiser

Debeaking is the most satisfac-
tory method of preventing can-

Neegq For

nibalis among chickens, says
w. J. oore, e¢xtension poultry
husbandman.

.Cannibalism, a tendency of
chickens to pick at one another,
has increased rapidly within the
past few years and is recognized
as a serioug poultry management
problem. Feather pulling, toe
picking and vent picking which
may lead to serious injury or to
the death of birds comes under
this classification, Moore says.
The loss from cannibalism of-
tentimes causes a substantial drain
on the profit of a flock.

Some guess work is still attach-
eq to the cause of this problem,
Moore adds, but breeding, nutri-
tion, weather and management
usually gets the blame.
Trimming the beak, chickens
can not grasp feathers of other
birds and pull thepy; out. Debeak-
ing is effective in both laying
and broiler flocks anq hopper
feeding usually is required fol-
lowing the operation, he says,
Electrically heated debeakers
which cut and cauterize the beak
at the same time are on the
market. Ordinarily, only the up-
per beak of pullets is trimmed
to the quick. That is about one-
{fourth to one-third of an inch
from the tip, the specialist ex-
plains. '

It is preferable to debeak sev-
eral weeks before pullets com-
mence to lay, but Moore savs, it
may be done earlier if cannibal-
ism shows up before that time.
We do not know exactly the
effects of debeaking on product-
ion, he continues, but at any rate
it greatly offsets the dertiments
of cannibalism.

As to preventative measures,
over crowding increases the pick-
ing tendency. Broiler chicks need
1 square foot of floor space per
bird. Replacement pullets under
six weeks old need 1-2 of a square
foot while 10 to 12 week old birds
should be provided one foot.
At least three square feet is
needed for each leghorn a n d
other light breedg and four square
feet for heavier strains.
Crowded hoppers and watering
fountains may also cause can-
nibalism. Sufficient numbers
should be furnished so all birds
may be feq at one time, Properly
ventilated houses may help the
condition, Moore adds,

Twenty to 25 nests are needed
for every 100 laying hens and
birds that insist on laying on the
floor or in corner should be
placed into nests. This, too will
help stop one bird picking an-
other.

Finally, Moore says, birds which
are seen consistently picking at
others should be removed from
the flock.

~The loss of chickens because of
sickness may be beyond the
poultryman’s control, Moore con-
cludes, but to lose birds because
of cannibalisy, oy other careless
management is fully the poultry-
man's responsibility.
