Hopper Control
Methods Given by

County Agent

Grasshoppers are showing up
in numberg in many parts of Has-
kell County, according to reports
reaching County Agent F. W
Martin, He gave the following
suggestions this week to farmers
wishing to combat the insects.

Toxaphene and Chlordane have
been proved ag good insecticides
for the control of grasshoppers.
Where there are green weds and
grass along the fence, grasshop-
pers are still in this area, G(_mcl
contro. can be obtained by using
Toxaphene at the rate of 1-3 gal-
lon of Toxaphene per acre. The
operator would need to know how
many gallons of water that s
being used to cover ap acre. Then
vou would use 1-3 gallon of Tox-
aphene to this amount of water.
If the spray is putting out more
than 5 gallons of water per acre,
smaller nozzies should be obtain-
ed to cut dowp on the wate! per
