Denson often gets up at 4 or

fore putting the coals in the pit.
In recent years Denson built

a barbecuepit of native stone in
his farm yard, using specifica-
tions found in Texas Extension
Bulletin B-1- 33 "Barbecue and
Utility Furnaces." He salvaged
metal racks from old ranges and
refrigerators for grills.

He sometimes cooks stew or
chili in a big iron pot on the
grill always using low heat.

Here's how he cooks the cow-

boys' favorite dish. It's a stew
made of brains, sweetbreadsand
marrow, which are cut up, cooked
In a kettle with a little water,
fat, salt and pepper pods.

Some modern cooks add liver
and heart "but that's not the
real stuff In chuck wagon days
we cooked liver and heart sepa-
rately Usually fried the liver for
breakfast.
