The candieshave been so jwpular
with friends and relatives that
scoreshave asked for the recipes,
Mrs. Brinlee said this week in
asking that the recipes be re-

printed.
They arc given below, with the

suggestion that candy lovers clip
and file them with your Christ-
mas recipes

Date Loaf
3 cups sugar.
1 package of dates.
1 cup milk.
1 cup nuts.
Cook sugar and milk together.

Just before it reaches "softball"
stage,adtl dates.Cook the mixture
until a spoonful dropped in cold
water will hold its shape. Re-

move from fire and cool slightly.
Add nuts and beat until creamy.
Shape into roll, wrap in damp
cheesecloth. Allow to cool and
slice.

Divinity
Mix 2 cups sugar, 1- -3 cup white

corn syrup. 2-- 3 cup of boiling
water and cook until it will crack
when tried in cold water. Pour
slowly into 2 egg whites which
have been beaten stiff Beat this
mixture until it holds its shape
on back of spoon. Add flavoring
and nuts and pour on slightly
bettered plate or pan.

This may be varied by dropping
from a teaspoon on oiled paper
and adding nut halves or pieces
of green or red cherries for deco-
rations.

The Council's yulctide ledger
shows a loss of 740 lives, from nil
accidents, during the Christmas
holidays last year and the toll of
556 lives in traffic was the high-
est on record.

"It is time," Ned H. Dearborn,
council president said, "for Am-
erica to start saving and stop
squandering lives. If every
American will join this savings
plan before the Christmas holi-
days, a real yulctide bonus hu-

man life will be paid.
One hundred and sixty-thre-e

national organizations, city and
state officials, safety councils and
civic leaders have joined the
Council in the Christmas savings
plan They will unite in creating
the awarenessof the special holi-
day hazards, and will enlist vol-

untary cooperation from every
American to hold accidents to a
minimum.

The Christmas-Ne-w Year holi-
day seasonis the most hazardous
single period of the year, accord-
ing to Council statistics. In traf-
fic accidentsalone, twice as many
personsarc killed during a Chnst-u-s

holiday period as on the
suim days of the preceding two

Top Christmas
Fire Hazard

The festive act of "bringing in
the Christmas tree" is also a po-

tentially dangerous one.
That tree is highly combustible.

Filled with pitch and resin, it will
icnite very easily and burn so
furiously that it is almost im-
possible to extinguish. Bringing
it into the homebrings in a defi-
nite and serious fire hazard.

To minimize the danger, the
National Board of Fire Under-
writers suggestssome simple but
effective precautions

1. Choose a small tree. It's

just as pretty and is 'ess a hazard
than n larger one.

2. Keep it outdoors until a day
or two before Christmas

3. When you sot it up, stand it
in water . oi use a live tree in
a pot of earth.

4. Place the tree in the coolest
part of the house, away from ra-
diators, heaters or fireplaces.
Don't let it block an exit. If It
must go near a radiator, turn the
radiator otf.

3. Never ue cotton or paper
a decorations on or under the
tree unless they are flameproof.

6. N'ver smoke or lay a et.

pipe or cigar down near the
tree.

7 Don't set up electric trains
under the tree.

8. Never trim it with candles:
use only electric lighting sets. Be
sure eer wire and socket is in

Was AshamedOf

His FamousPoem
Dr. Clement Clarke Moore was

ashamed of his famous poem,
"Night Before Christmas' and
would not acknowledge that he
wrote for more than 20 years.

Today, the poemwhich begins
Twas the night before Christ-

mas, when all through the house
Not a creature was stirring, not

even a mouse..."is one of the most beloved of all
Christmas writings.

Dr. Moore was an aloof profes-
sor of Greek and Oriental litera-
ture in the Espiscopal Seminary
in New York. He wrote the poem
on ChristmasEve 1822 and read it
to his seven children.

He hadnot plannedfor the poem
to go further than his own fami-I- v,

but a relative who was visiting
the Moorcs put a copy in her
diary. The next year the relative's
father sent it to n newspaper.

Other newspapers printed the
jingles and they quickly became
known all over the country. The
dignified Dr. Moore was embar-
rassed and considered it beneath
n man of his scholastic standing
to be the author of children's
jingles.

Twenty-tw- o years later, how-
ever, he finally publicly admitted
authorship of the jingles and it
was published in book form under
his name for the first time.

Is "Silent Nighf' ,

The most beloved carol of the
many that are sung in all parts of
the world is "Silent Night" that
simple and tender German song.

Its origin was unknown for
many years.Recentresearch,how-
ever, disclosed that it was writ-
ten by Joseph Mohr, an assistant
priest in Oberndorf in South
Germany. The melody was com-
posed by a schoolmaster, Franz
Grubcr.

The poet and the composerwere
part of the choir that sang the
carol for the first time on Christ-

Since then the carol has been
sung to the tune of almost every
musical instrument in the world
and in the languages of nearly
all men.

Of Agriculture

The nation's commercial bank-
ers have confidence in the future
of agriculture and expect to con-
tinue furnishing a large shareof
credit neededfor farm production,
says J. Wheeler Barger, professor
of agricultural economics. Texas
A&M College.

Barger recently attended tho
National Agricultural Credit Con-
ference in Chicago sponsored by
the American Bankers Associa-
tion. More than 400 bankers par-
ticipated.

"Bankers are not unduly alarm-
ed about the decline in price of
Cattle nnii nlhnr l.ir vtrr,,.ii ""I .MHHIIU
dittos," says Barger.

Every experienced farm opera-
tor knows the importance of
proper machine servicing, says
W. L. Ulich, agricultu-
ral engineer, but many arc guilty

of leaving their equipment out-
side, exposed to the sabotageof
winter's rain and snow.

Proper winter protection will
substantially prolong the life of a
machine, up to 35 per cent, Ulich
says. Machinery should be kept
under shelter when not in use.
Weathering is poisoning to equip-
ment, the engineer points out.
Keep the machine shed doors
closed and windows screened to
prevent poultry and birds from
roosting on equipment.

Henry Colo, n middle-cla-ss

Englishman.
Cole mailed his cards on a De-

cember day in 1846. The cards
depicted a Victorian family as-

sembled at the festive board and
the traditional Christmascustomof
givinc to the poor. They nlso bote
the now-class-ic greeting: "A
Merry Christmas and Happy New
Year to you."

He had thousandsof the cards
struck off by a lithographer. They
were such a success that plain
Henry Cole subsequently became
Sir Henry Cole.

The cards we send today or
a far cry from those mailed
by Cole. The cards you send and
receive this year will bo designed
by famous namesin contemporary
art.

An American shopping for cards
this year may select scenespaint-
ed by such famouspeople as Win-
ston Churchill, Britain's prime
minister and famed amateur ar-
tist, and Grandma Moses, one of
America's most famous artists.

The demand for cards is so
great that many companiesspend
their entire time in designing and
producing them for the holiday
season.

Farmer'sIncome
ShowsIncrease

In November
Cash income of farmers during

November increased slightly com-
pared with a year ago, the Agri-
culture Department tentatively
estimated Wednesday.

But it is reported that the total
for the first 11 months of this
year was off more than a billion
dollars, or 4 per cent below the
same period last year.

Receipts from farm marketings
in November were estimated at
$3,400,000,000 compared with
$3,325,000,000 during the same
month last year. Larger market-
ings of cotton, wheat and' corn,
including government price sup-
ports loans on these crops, caus-
ed the gain.

Lower prices for cattle, calves,
milk and butterfat, however, cut
farm income for tho month.

Januaryand March of this year
also showed estimated increases
in cash farm income compared
with the samemonths of last year,
but declines in all other months
more than offset these gains.

For the period, the
departmentsaid, farm cash in
comewas just over 28 billion dol-
lars this yearcompared with more
than 20 billion dollars for January-No-

vember, 1952.
"Prices of farm products aver-

agedabout 10 per cent lower than
last year, but the total volume of
marketings was about 5 per cent
larger," the Agricultural Market
ing Service said.

It said crop receipts this year
were about the same as last, with
larger income from wheat and
corn offsetting declines in receipts
lrom potatoes and soy beans.

Lower prices for cattle and
calves, wholesale milk, and but-
terfat accounted formost of the

decline in cash Income
from livestock and products. Re-
ceipts were higher for poultry and
eggs.

Plan RoseGarden
For Beauty and
Usefulness

Plan your rose cordon for beau-
ty and usefulness. Roses for cut
flowers to use In the house or
church decorations can be grown
in the family garden. For beauty
In the landscape the rose garden
can be a part of outdoor living
room.

Sadie Hatfield, homestead im-

provement specialist fop the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice says if roses are included in
shrub plantings, place them along
walls or in front of screen plant-
ings. However, roses require
spraying and dusting more than
other shrubs, so it is better to,
have the flowers growing in a
bed for easier care.

Select rose plants adapted to
the soil where you want them
to grow. The neutral soil ot
slightly acid soil of many East
Texas areas are especially pro-li- ve

soil tests can indicate the
live soil tests can indiacte the
type of soil in the landscapeand
rose plants selected accordingly.

As for the types of roses re-

member the Red Radiance Is the
hardiest and continuousbloomer.
The Pink Radiance and the Shell
Pink or Mrs. Charles Bell roses
arc also prolific in most soils.
The Ccclllc Brunner, sometimes
called a sweetheart rose, is a
hardy plant that will grow into a
large shrub.
