Firemen answered the at
9:45 p. m. The fire has spread
throughout the kitchen and bath-
room and through the ceiling on
the east side of the house when
firemen arrived. The flames were
fanned by a high wind, and
spread rapidly through the east
side of the structure, making the
blaze difficult to bring under
control. Several rooms in the
house were almost completely
burned out, and heavy damage
was caused to furniture and
household goods in the remain-
ing rooms by heat, smoke and
water.

Mr. and Mrs. Drinnon said the
fire started around a butane
water heater in the bathroom of
the When the fire was
discovt i ed, the small room was
envelo1 ed in flames, they said.
Both i eeived burns as they at-
tempted to extinguish the fire.

Destruction of practically all
furniture in the house,and dam-
age to the structure will amount
to several thousand dollars loss
to the couple, firemen estimated.
They considered the house as
virtually a total loss.

No insurance was carried on
either the house or contents, it
was reported.

I Warning Signals
Approach of the storm sea-

son, with vindstoims striking
this week at several points in
this immediate area, has brought
a number of requests that a
storm warning system be set uo
by the fire department. Chief
Ray Lusk said Wednesday.

A plan has been worked out,
he announced, whereby the two
fire alarm sirens operated by
department will be used to
alert residents of the city when
severe storm conditions warrant.

When used as a storm, alert,
the siren located in the north-
west residential area will sound
a continuous blast from 45 sec-

onds to one minute, repeated at
intervals.

At the same time, the larger
siren located at the City Hall
will sound three "relays" of five
intermittent breaks each. The
series of three 'relays' will be
repeated, probably several times
if the occasion warrants, fire-
men said.
